PAKATAN Harapan, the opposition
coalition which groups together DAP, PKR
and Amanah, will be taking a big risk if
they hold snap polls in Penang.

The polls are a DAP initiative, which
the party justifies on the grounds a new
mandate is required from the people in a
political climate suffused with corruption
and abuse of power.

Penang Chief Minister Lim Guan Eng
has been charged with two counts of
corruption, Critics claim the snap polls are
Guan Eng’s way of securing victory in the
court of public opinion before he faces a
judicial verdict on the corruption charges
preferred against him.

DAP’s partners in the coalition — PKR
and Amanah — are not sold on the idea,
with just two years to go before the next
general election (GE14) is held.

PKR fears there will be three-cornered
fights that will dilute support for Harapan
parties and be to the advantage of Umno-
BN.

Amanabh is similarly not convinced.

The party has left unstated what may
well be its biggest fear which is in going
along with DAP, it will strengthen the
perception it is a stooge of the avowedly
secular party. :

This perceptiori is stoked by PAS, from
which Amanah split last September after
a highly divisive party election in PAS in
June last year which saw the professionals
in the Islamist entity routed by the ulama.

" In the run-up to the vote, the ulama had

It is important for Amanah’s future
flourishing that perception among Muslim
voters is proven wrong.

For that reason, Amanah has to back
PKR in dissuading the DAP on having snap
polls in Penang.

But PKR owes DAP a favour in that
the latter had backed PKR in early 2014
when it wanted to hold a by-election in
the Kajang state seat as part of a move to
remove PKR’s then-Selangor menteri besar
Tan Sri Khalid Ibrahim.

The move triggered public confidence-
sapping turbulence in Pakatan Rakyat,
the informal coalition which combined
PKR, DAP and PAS, formed after GE12 in
2008 and loosely held together until its
acrimonious expiry in June last year.

The PKR move against Khalid led to a
concatenation of circumstances in which
such factors as PAS’s disagreement on the
need to remove Khalid and the tumult in
PKR over who among its leaders should
supplant Khalid were compounded by
PAS’s insistence on implementing hudud
in Kelantan.

This tableau of discord occurred barely
a year after voters had given Pakatan
Rakyat a 52 per cent plurality in the 13th
general election in May 2013 on a back of
a turnout which in some seats was as high
as 88 per cent. '

This was an astonishing event in
Malaysia’s electoral history of - largely
thumping victories for the ruling coalition.

Opposition disarray so  soon after
the electorate had given them an
unprecedented level of support in GE13
pointed to serious ideological and moral
frailties that could no longer be ignored.

Now the DAP move to have snap polls in
Penang will keep that focus on opposition’s
(effectively Harapan’s) weaknesses more
stringent.

That scrutiny will find fault with Lim’s
dominance of the Harapan government in
Penang, a dominance stultifying not only
to Penang DAP but also the central DAP —
he’s been the party’s secretary-general for
nine years. It has been stifling. to Penang
PKR, too.

To the extent that Harapan can be said
to have a vision, it is more nearly a social
democratic one than it is any other.

An examination of Lim’s track record
as chief minister, especially in the fraught
sectors of housing and transport, will
supply grist for the argument it is more
capitalistic — and cronyistic at that —

than social democratic.
Lim got off to a superb start as chief
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minister in 2008 and Penang soon began corruption charges.

THE Petaling Jaya Safe City
programme disbursed RM678,000 to
113 neighbourhoods this year — an
increase of 50% from 2015.

Under the programime, which is
an effort by Petaling Jaya City
Council (MBP]) to empower residents
to tackle issues related to neighbour-
hood safety, RM6,000 is given to
those that qualify.

The neighbourhood must be rep-
resented by the Residents
Association (RA) or Rukun Tetangga
(RT)

The yearly allocation has seen an
increase of recipients compared to

previous years. There were 65 recip-
ients in 2011, 72 neighbourhoods
(2012), 85 neighbourhoods (2013), 65
neighbourhoods (2014) and 58 neigh-
bourhoods in 2015.

Petaling Jaya mayor Mohd Azizi
Mohd Zain said there were more
applicants this year because of
awareness on the funds’ existence
and residents’ concerns on safety in
their neighbourhood. .

Mohd Azizi encouraged more resi-
dents to embark on community
patrolling instead of engaging pri-
vate security companies.

“We have closed the application
for funds for this year but those who
are interested to apply for funds
under next year’s budget, can come
now and register,” he said.

Mohd Azizi said the money could
be used to buy community patrolling
tools such as fluorescent vests,
batons and whistles.

The money can also be used for

crime prevention activities such as
crime prevention talks with the -
police.

The same neighbourhoods are
allowed to reapply for the scheme
each year.

StarMetro spoke to three neigh-
bourhoods that have benefited from
the allocation and actively pursue
community patrolling.

Gasing Indah

The Gasing Indah neighbourhood
has fostered a good relationship with
the police.

Besides patrolling on foot, they
also cycle regularly with the police
in their housing estate.

The Pantai police station chief ASP
Ezral Ezwani Ab Malik said crime
prevention was the idea behind
community patrolling and the exist-
ence of a community patrolling team
wards off thieves and robbers.

“Residents must know their

neighbours and commmunity
patrolling is a good neighbour-
hood activity.

“Gasing Indah is an exemplary
neighbourhood because of their
team spirit.

“They always execute good initi-
atives to safeguard their commu-
nity.

“We sometimes cycle together
during patrolling sessions.

“Besides preventing crime, we
get to stay fit,” said ASP Ezral,
referring to Inspector-General
of Police Tan Sri Khalid Abu

Bakar’s recent comments for the
police to take up sports to optimise
physical fitness and a healthy
mind.

ASP Ezral advised the public not
to rely solely on gated-and-guard-
ed schemes.

The group, dressed in their
cycling attire, have nabbed thieves
during their patrolling session.

Gasing Indah RT chairman Eric
Chew said in one incident, the
patrolling team heard a loud
scream and called the police while
they cordoned off the affected
house.

“The thief pretended to be
drunk when he saw us but
became ‘sober’ when the police
hosed water on him,” said Chew.

“In a second incident, a thief
stole valuables after breaking into
a house but he was nabbed by the
patrolling team during his
escape.”

The residents also invite the
police for their neighbourhood
sports activities such as badmin-
ton, futsal and basketball. This

fosters hetter relations with
each other.

The neighbourhood, said Chew,
utilised the Safe City funds for
patrolling and other crime preven-
tion activities.

Petaling Jaya Old Town
A group of 20 residents, mostly
senior citizens, can be seen dili-
gently patrolling Sections 1, 2, 3
and 4 in Petaling Jaya on foot four
times a week.

They are part of the Petaling
Jaya Old Town RA patrolling team
formed in 2004.

Motorists see no major changes
since opening of new LRT stations

REGULAR commuters say there
has been a noticeable increase in
the number of people taking the
LRT following the extension of the
Kelana Jaya and Ampang lines.

Conversely, however;, there has
been no appreciable improvement
in the traffic situation since the
new stations along both lines
began operations on June 30.

Although some residents living
in these areas say they have
switched to public transport to get
to work, those who continue to
drive say they have not noticed a
major change in rush hour traffic.

StarMetro took to the highways
during the morning and evening
rush hours to observe the traffic
conditions that serve Subang Jaya
and Puchong.

The Puchong-Damansara
Expressway (LDP) has seen gener-
ally lighter traffic ever since the
contra flow heading towards
Bandar Sunway in the morning
was made permanent last year.

For the Shah Alam Expressway
(Kesas), most of the traffic
congestion appears to be concen-
trated along Subang Jaya and Shah
Alam, while traffic appears clearer
to those heading to Kuala Lumpur.

When StarMetro travelled from
Subang Jaya to Petaling Jaya last
Thursday morning via the Federal
Highway and North Klang Valley
Expressway (NKVE), traffic was
smooth at 8am except for the bot-
tleneck at the Damansara toll
plaza. :

Pharmacist Florence Chuah, 31,
still drives from her home in US] 2
to her workplace in Section 13,
Petaling Jaya, as neither her home
nor workplace is within walking
distance to an LRT station.

“I would have to spend more

time taking public transport com-
pared to driving,” she said, adding
she would still need to take a bus

to get to the LRT stations.

Chuah normally takes the New
Pantai Expressway (NPE) rather
than the Federal Highway, and
feels there is not much of a differ-
ence since the new LRT stations
opened.

“Before and after Hari Raya, I
have been leaving home at about
the same time and reaching work
at my usual time,” she added.

Subang Jaya resident David Oh,
30, who travels to Bandar Utama,
cites cost and convenience as the
main reasons he has not switched
to the LRT.

“The fare is high too. For exam-
ple, travelling from 5518 to 101
Puchong Jaya costs RM4.60 one-
way. Imagine if you are travelling
with your family on a return trip.

“I think most people will still
drive instead of taking pubic
transport.

' “If the Government is serious
about reducing traffic congestion
and encouraging public transport
use, maybe they need to increase
parking charges or adjust the pet-
rol price and toll rates upwards.”

Oh added that the LRT was not
as convenient as some would

“How do we travel to the sta-
tions from our homes?

“ still need to drive to the sta-
tion and look for parking space.

“The distance between stations
in Subang and U] is also incon-
sistent; why aren’t there any stops
near Summit USJ?”

Farah Hanan, 30, who travels
from Subang Jaya to Kuala
Lumpur daily using the NPE, also
prefers to drive.

“The LRT fare is expensive and
many who work in the city centre
still need to switch to the monorail
to reach their workplace.”

Office boy, Dylan Tan, 28, tried
taking public transport for two
weeks before realising that driving
was a better option.

He said he would have to switch
to the KTM Komuter to get to Mid
Valley City where he works, and
there is a long wait in between
trains.

He said although it takes only
about 20 minutes from S518 to KL
Sentral where he switches to KTM,

the total travelling is an hour.

Driving takes him only 40 min-
utes, or up to an hour if the
evening traffic is worse than
usual.

“But I am still caught in a jam,”
he said, agreeing there was no big
change on the road since the new
stations opened.

Sales and marketing executive
Valerie Yee, 31, who takes the LDP
to her workplace in Bandar Sri
Damansara, still experiences traf-
fic jam at the Puchong toll plaza.

“A lot of time is wasted there,”
said the Puchong Utama resident.

“This neighbourhood uses the
MBPJ allocation to buy equipment
needed for patrolling,” said
Cheong.

He hoped the group would be
provided with a cabin or a space
by MBPJ to be turned into their
base where they could hold meet-
ings and store their equipment.

A spokesman from the commu-
nity patrolling team said the oldest
member of the team was 69 and
the youngest was in the mid-20s.

The group’s success stories
include identifying a stolen car

parked in the neighbourhood
in April.
“Interestingly, the number plate
fell off after two months.
“However, it was reattached
again during another visit. We
found that suspicious.
“We also saw signs of forced
entry at the keyhole,” he said.
The group contacted the police
and it was later confirmed that it

was a stolen car.

During the patrolling session,
the group members flash their
torch from a distance at anyone
who looks suspicious, especially in
back alleys.

“Usually, these suspicious char-
acters will move away fast and not
return to our neighbourhood,” he
said, adding that their presence
had helped keep the crime rate
low in the neighbourhood.

The group also helps escort
nurses, after work, safely to their
homes.

Their voluntary deeds has creat-
ed stronger bonds with residents
as they are invited to open houses
during festive seasons.

The spokesman urged the
younger generation to join them
in keeping the neighbourhood
safe.

“Patrolling keeps our neigh-
bourhood safe and we get to stay
fit thanks to the hours of walking
we put in,” he said.

SS2B

In SS2B, the neighbourhood
patrolling effort has made resi-
dents feel safe to stroll out of their
houses at night.

The SS2B Scheme Ronda
Sukarela security chief Lee Kwee
Cheng said their patrolling team
also comprised working profes-
sionals.

Their common goal to make
their neighbourhood safe has
united residents.

“We had a bad incident in the
past where a resident was robbed
of valuables by a parang-wielding
man.

“For a short period of time, resi-
dents feared stepping out of their
houses. Our neighbourhood felt
like a ghost town.

“However, things changed for
the better when we started
patrolling. Even the crime victim
joined us.

“Now, we see more residents
coming out of their houses and
mingling with their neighbours at
night,” she said.

“Most of us know our neigh-
bours by name.

“When we know our neigh-
bours, we can spot an outsider

easily.

“If we feel something is amiss
we will call the police.”

She added that the residents
were also active in organising
community events such as free
health checks and these events
kept the camaraderie going
among neighbaours.

The team also wants to rope in
the female residents for daytime
patrolling activities.

“We want to encourage the
ladies to spare few hours a week
to patrol the neighbourhood in
the day,” she said.

MPSJ beautifies Puchong lane and

plans to turn itinto

THE backlane of Jalan Kenari 5,
Puchong, has been spruced up
and beautified with murals deco-
rating walls along the walkway.

The murals are part of the
Subang Jaya Municipal Council’s
(MPS]) plan to rejuvenate
backlanes in the Jalan Kenari
commercial area in Bandar
Puchong Jaya.

One wall, along the walkway,
is painted to reflect the mamak
culture and the other, highlights
the attractions in Subang Jaya
and its landmarks.

The artwaork was done by 103
final year students from The One
Academy, Subang Jaya.

The students from various
design courses, spent six days
and worked from 9am to 6pm to
complete the murals, despite
unpredictable weather condi-
tions and minor painting-related
accidentswhile undertaking the
task.

The new lock has even
brought on a new name for
Jalan Kenari 5 which is now
known as Kenari Lane Puchong.

During the presentation of the
murals, MPS] president Datuk

a hub for traders

Nor Hisham Ahmad Dahlan said
not all back lanes would have
murals.

He said the success of this pilot
project would be emulated in
other areas in Subang Jaya under
MPSJ’s rejuvenation project.

The project, was initiated last
year with a Clean Up Drains
Campaign followed by traffic
flow changes and road upgrad-
ing works.

MPS] had, so far, spent
RM500,000 on the rejuvenation
project.

Nor Hisham urged all business
owners in the Jalan Kenari com-
mercial area to keep their
backlanes clean.

“Our enforcement officers will
monitor the backlanes to ensure
no one uses it to wash their dish-
es or equipment from their
shops,” he said.

A RM1,000 fine will be issued
to those who misuse and dirty
the backlanes.

To ensure the initiative
received positive impact, a cam-
paign to award business owners
for the best-kept premises is
expected to take place in August.

“The focus on the campaign is
on restaurants and we have
identified 10 restaurants in the
commercial area that will be
asked to clean up their areas and
follow set guidelines, so that they
can set an example for the rest,”
he said.

He added that restaurant own-

ers would be given an incentive
for their cooperation.

MPSJ will also move all illegal
traders in the commercial area
to Kenari Lane Puchong.

Ng said the idea was to place
all traders in one location and
legalise them by providing them
with business licences.

The council will also upgrade
the open air carpark in Jalan
Kenari 10, for it to become a
food truck venue after 6pm.

Thirteen food trucks are
expected to start operations
there in October.

Besides that, more parking
spaces will be added to the com-
mercial area, by utilising six
backlanes - Jalan Kenari 12, 124,
134, 18, 18A and 19A.

In total, 143 new parking spac-
es will be added to the area to
help deal with the double-park-
ing issue there.

Currently, there are 400 park-

ing bays there.

The council will also realign
some parking spaces from a lat-
eral position to 45 degrees to
ease traffic movement.

Councillor George Yap said it
was important to get all parties
involved in keeping the Jalan
Kenari cornmercial area clean as
statistics on the number of rats
caught, in the area, had not
shown significant improvement,
despite rat catching activities and
calls to keep backlanes clean.

He said in the second half of
2015, 329 rats were caught while
from January to July this year,
310 rats were caught.

To monitor the backianes, Yap
said JKP Zone 10 members had
proposed the use of GPS cameras,
which will be borne by residents.

JKP Zone 10 has also worked
with some business owners to
form a hawkers’ association to
manage activities and dissemi-
nate information to all business
owners easily. '

Yap also suggested to have a
photography competition to draw
photographers to highlight the
changes in Jalan Kenari,to attract
attention to the work that is
being done in the commercial
area. :

KUALA LUMPUR: The Natural
Resources and Environment
Ministry is calling on the Selangor
state government and local coun-
cils to work together in cleaning
up Sungai Klang.

Following a front page report
by The Star that 21 tonnes of rub-
bish is collected monthly from
the Klang Valley’s biggest river,
minister Datuk Seri Dr Wan
Junaidi Tuanku Jaafar said he
wanted to keep its waters clean.

But the ministry’s will alone
would not be enough, he said,
noting that the Federal Govern-
ment only had jurisdiction of
8km of the 120km river.

“The local councils must work
with us.

> RM15.5m bridging facility
for Urus Maju Ehsan’s
developments in Klang

KUALA LUMPUR: Bank Islam Malaysia Bhd
has inked an agreement with Perbadanan
Wakaf Selangor’s subsidiary Urus Maju
Ehsan (M) Sdn Bhd (UME) to provide
RMis.5 million in financing for two wagf land
development projects in Klang, Selangor.

Wagf'is a voluntary charitable
endowment in the form of cash, property or
land, for syariah-compliant causes.

Bank Islam will part-finance the projects,
which have a gross development cost of

RMj50 million.

The first project is the development of 164
units of apartment and 12 units of shop lots
on 3ha of land on Jalan Kebun, Klang.

The second project is for the building of 13
units of shop offices and 34 units of bazaar on
3ha of land on Jalan Teratai, Klang.

Bank Islam deputy CEO Khairul
Kamarudin said the agreement marks its
third participation in wagqf projects,
following its involvement in Menara Bank
Islam (built on waqfland) as well as
providing end-financing for a housing
project in Taman Wakaf Setee Aishah,
Penang.

“This is considered-a new one for us
because it is considered a bridging financing.
We've done end-financing and we’ve

become contributors of wagf rental scheme
at our headquarters but this is the first
bridging financing for wagf land that the

e

bank has ventured in. We expect to enlarge
this relationship with UME,” Khairul told a
press conference after the signing ceremony
yesterday.

Under the agreement with UME, the bank
provides project financing and end-financing
for the purchase of the apartment units,
shophouses and shop offices through its Al-
Wagqf Home Financing-i.

UME executive chairman Mohd Azli Md
Yusof said the waqgfland development
projects in Klang is the first phase of a three-
phase waqgfland development planin
Selangor, which has a total gross
development value of RM300 million
comprising 30-40ha of land that will take up
to six years to complete.

“There are 1,200ha of wagfland in
Selangor as at end of 2015, comprising general
wagf and special wagf. About 70% is special
waqf land, specified for the building of
mosques or schools,” explained Azli.

Meanwhile, Khairul said Bank Islam is on
track to achieving its low teens financing
growth for 2016.

In 2015, the bank achieved net financing
growth 0f 16,19, mainly from its consumer
financing portfolio, as compared with the
industry figure of 7.9%.

“We're still on target with our growth. No
changes because all the essential numbers on
the dashboard are suggesting that we should

projects

be able to manage our targets,” said Khairul.

Following the overnight policy rate (OPR)
cut by Bank Negara Malaysia, Bank Islam is
expected to announce a downwards revision
in its base rate tomorrow.

“It’s a balancing game. For customers, this
means lower installments and for customers
who deposit money with us, it also means
lower returns. It would eventually balance
out,” Khairul commented on the impact of a
lower OPR to the bank.

He added that the reduction of the OPR
would spur the economy and put more
disposable income into people’s pockets.

KUALA LUMPUR: Cracks within the
Pakatan Harapan opposition pact in
Selangor widened yesterday when
embattled Menteri Besar Datuk Seri
Azmin Ali returned a salvo launched
by Selangor Parti Amanah Negara
(PAN) deputy chief Saari Sungib.

Azmin, in a tweet, asked Saari,
who is also Hulu Kelang assembly-
man, if he was “begging” for an ex-
ecutive councillor post following the
latter’s recent statement that the
PKR deputy president was employ-
ing “palace politics” to keep Pas in
the state administration.

ANK Islam Malaysia Bhd is in

the process of enlarging its

wakaf presence in the local
market.

The RM15.5 million wakaf project
development agreement, inked yes-
terday with Urus Maju Ehsan (M)
Sdn Bhd (UME), signals its commit-
ment towards this objective.

Under the agreement, Bank Islam
will be providing a bridging loan to
UME, a subsidiary of Perbadanan
Wakaf Selangor — an entity incor-
porated under Majlis Agama Islam
Selangor (Mais).

It covers the development of two
wakaf plots in Selangor, the first be-
ing the development of 164 apart-
ment units measuring 1,000 sq feet
each, and 12 store lots at Seksyen 30,
Shah Alam.

The second project is for the de-
velopment of 13 office lots and 34
bazaar spots in Kapar. Both projects
are expected to be completed by the
end of 2019.

“With this agreement, we now
have four wakaf projects under our
belt. In fact our corporate office, the
Menara Bank Islam which cost

to provide bridging

RM151 million, was a strategic col-
laboration with Majlis Agama Islam
Wilayah Persekutuan and Tabung
Haji Propetties, which was built on
1.2ha waqf land,” said deputy chief

executive officer Khairul Ka-
marudin.

“Through this agreement, Bank
Islam will also provide end financ-
ing for potential buyers of the units
through our Al-Waqf Home Financ-
ing-i.” .

Khairul noted that the bank was
always looking at ways to collabo-
rate with multiple Islamic commit-
tees across the country, whether in
providing end-financing or as a col-
lecting agent.

“We have aspirations to become
the primary bank to go to in dealing
with wakaf in the country. But we
are also aware that with financial
technology, or fintech, being around

the corner, there will be disruptions
in the market, so that’s something
we are keeping an eye on.”
Meanwhile, UME executive chair-
man Mohd Azli Md Yusof said the
two projects signed yesterday had an

estimated gross development value
(GDV) of RM100 million, on the back
of a gross development cost (GDC) of
RMS0 million.

“As of December last year, there
are some 1,200 ha of wakaf land in
Selangor. We are looking at devel-
oping some 70 per cent of that with-
in the next five to six years,” said
Azl

“In fact, these two projects are on-
ly in the first phase, holding a GDC

of RMSO0 million and GDV of RM100
million.

The second phase involves more
housing in Ulu Langat areas, and the
third phase will be for commercial
units and gas stations, also in Se-
langor. Collectively, the second and
third phases will hold an estimated
GDV of RM200 million.”

Azli noted that his firm was cur-
rently in discussions with Bank Is-
lam for further collaborations on the
upcoming phases.

The deal was signed by Khairul and
Azli, and witnessed by Bank Islam
managing director Datuk Seri Zukri
Samat and Mais chairman Datuk Se-
tia Mohamad Adzib Mohd Isa.

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UME to develop Selangor waqt land

Development consists of 18
projects which include
residential properties

URUS Maju Ehsan (M) Sdn Bhd
(UME) aims to develop up to 120
acres of waqgf land in Selangor in the
next six years with an estimated
total gross development value (GDV)
of RM300 million.

He said the development con51sts
of 18 projects in Selangor which
include residential properties.

The projects have been divided
into three phases with the maiden
project to begin construction by
year-end, says UME executive chair-
man Mohd Azli Md Yusof.

“We have done all the planning
which was done at the same time as
for the first phase. It will take at
least five to six years to complete all
the three phases,” he told a press
conference after a loan facility
signing ceremony with Bank Islam
Malaysia Bhd in Kuala Lumpur
yesterday.

UME, a fully owned unit of Perba-
danan Wakaf Selangor, is entrusted
with developing waqf land in the

state.
“We are expecting an encouraging
take-up rate although demand has

slowed down recently due to external
factors.

“Our residential projects are priced
20% lower than the market rate and it

should be an appealing facter for
home buyers,” Azli said.

Yesterday, UME inked a loan facil-
ity agreement with Bank Islam to

partly finance the development of two
wagf land projects.

The financing facility secured is
RM15.5 million from the total gross

development cost of RM50 million.

Bank Islam deputy CEO Khairul
Kamarudin said the financing agree-
ment is the first collaboration between
the bank and UME.

The projects are expected t6 begin
construction by the end of 2016 and
expected to complete in two to three
years.

The first project comprises a 164-
unit condominium development and
12 shoplot units in Shah Alam, cover-
ing 1,000 sq ft with a leasehold price of
about RM350,000, while the second
project involves the construction of 13
units of shop offices and 34 bazaar
units in Klang.

“We hope to expand this relation-
ship to partly finance the wagf land
projects. In all projects the company
(UME) is doing, the main focus is still
on housing..This is one of the ways
for us to monetise the land and at the
same time address the need for hous-
ing,” he said.

Bank Islam will provide project
financing and end-financing for
the purchase of the condominium,
shop house and shop office units
through its Al-Wagf Home Financ-
ing-i product.

This initiative is one of the bank’s
contributions towards expanding
the wagqf industry in Malaysia and
boosting Muslims’ asset holdings, he
said.
