KUALA LUMPUR: Ageson Ber-
had (Ageson) melalui anak syari-
katnya, Ageson Holdings Sdn.
Bhd. (AHSB) berjaya memete-
rai perjanjian hak pembangunan

*(DRA) dengan Menteri Besar In-
corporated (MBI) Perak untuk
membangunkan tanah berke-
luasan kira-kira 192.23 hektar di
Batang Padang, Perak.

Menurut Ageson, DRA tersebut
melibatkan projek pembangu-
nan campuran merangkumi unit
agensi kerajaan dan pentadbiran,
industri, komersial dan pemban-
gunan kediaman.

Nilai pembangunan kasar pro-
jek itu dianggarkan RM1.24 bilion.

Pengarah Eksekutif Ageson,

Datuk Seri Chin Kok Foong berka-
ta, DRA tersebut memberikan hak
pembangunan tanah itu kepada
Ageson tanpa menambah apa-apa
beban kepada aliran tunai sedia
ada syarikat.

“Ja bukan sahaja memberikan
kami potensi hasil untuk bebera-
pa tahun akan datang tetapi turut
mengembangkan asas pendapa-
tan melalui pembangunan ruang
industri built-to-suit.

“Kami memanfaatkan per-
mintaan kukuh untuk hartanah
industri,” katanya dalam kenyat-
aan semalam.

Menurut beliau, sebagai pema-
ju utama, pengurusan Ageson
sedang menilai pelbagai pilihan
untuk membangunkan tanah
tersebut, termasuk mencari ra-
kan kongsi atau memajukannya

sendiri secara beransur-ansur.

“Kami telah menerima respons
memberangsangkan daripada be-
berapa pelabur berpotensi yang
mahu meletakkan loji pembuatan
dan ibu pejabatnya di Perak beri-
kutan polisi mesra pelabur l-era-
jaan negeri.

“Sasaran kami menjelang 2022,
sebahagian besar pendapatan
kami akan datang dari aliran pen-
dapatan yang dipacu kepakaran
kami dalam teknologi bangunan
jimat kos seperti Model Maklumat
Bangunan (BIM) dalam cadangan
pembangunan ini,” katanya.

Projek dengan kos pemban-
gunan kasar (GDC) sebanyak
RM879.9 juta itu dijangka bermula
pada suku pertama 2022 dengan
jangkaan selesai dalam tempoh 15
tahun selepas tarikh mula.

BARU-BARU ini, media melapor-
kan Menteri Sains, Teknologi dan
Inovasi, Khairy Jamaluddin cede-
ra ringan selepas terjatuh dari
basikal akibat terlanggar jalan
berlubang di Kuala Langat, Se-
langor.

Kejadian tersebut menyebab-
kan Ahli Parlimen Rembau itu
mengalami kecederaan kecil di
dahi dan hidung, namun tidak
memberi implikasi serius.

Rentetan itu, pihak Jabatan
Kerja Raya (JKR) Kuala Langat
dengan pantas memohon maaf
dan mendoakan agar Khairy ce-
pat sembuh.

JKR Kuala Langat meneru-
si  Twitter menegaskan akan
mengambil tindakan segera ke
atas isu berkenaan. Maknanya
JKR Kuala Langat akan dengan
segera membaik pulih lubang ja-
lan Khairy terjatuh.

Di alam siber, netizen mem-
persoalkan permohonan maaf
dan tindakan JKR berkenaan
sekiranya kejadian sedemikian
berlaku ke atas rakyat biasa.

Rata-rata daripada netizen
menyatakan rasa kesal Kerana
setiap kali mereka membuat

aduan kepada pihak JKR me-
ngenai kerosakan jalan raya, tia-
da sebarang tindakan diambil.

Pengasas Ikatan Silaturahim
Brotherhood, Azlan Sani Zawawi
berkata, setiap aduan kerosakan
jalan seharusnya diambil tinda-
kan oleh JKR atau pihak berkua-
sa tempatan (PBT) dalam tem-
poh 24 jam.

Katanya, pihak berkuasa
harus mengarahkan pihak konse-
si yang dilantik supaya segera
melakukan kerja-kerja tampalan
sementara atau pothole bagi me-
mastikan keselamatan pengguna
jalan raya sentiasa terjamin.

“Pothole ini penting bagi me-
mastikan jalan dapat digunakan
dengan selesa sekali gus mengu-
rang risiko kerosakan kenderaan
atau kemalangan.

“Pothole ini hanya bersifat
sementara sebelum kerja-kerja
turapan menyeluruh dilaksana-
kan selepas dana diperoleh dan
kontraktor dilantik,” katanya ke-
tika ditemu bual baru-baru ini.

Azlan Sani memaklumkan,
kebanyakan kerja-kerja pothole
yang dilakukan di negara ini tidak
bertahan lama, menyebabkan ja-
lan raya kerap kali berlubang se-
mula.

Tegasnya, situasi ini berlaku
disebabkan negara tidak mem-
punyai satu prosedur operasi
standard (SOP) mengenai kerja-
kerja pothole sejak dahulu lagi.

“Ada pihak konsesi yang di-
lantik oleh pihak JKR dan PBT

jalan

melakukan kerja-kerja pothole
secara ala kadar sahaja.

“Saya dapati ada kerja pot-
hole dilakukan ketika waktu
hujan. Malah, ada konsesi men-
gunakan bahan turapan semen-
tara berkualiti rendah sehingga
menyebabkan ia mudah pecahr
apabila kenderaan berat melepa-
sinya,” jelas Azlan. )

Beliau memaklumkan, negara
perlu mencontohi negara maju
seperti Australia yang mem-
punyai SOP khas pothole dan
menggunakan bahan turapan
sementara menyamai kualiti tar
turapan kekal.

Sementara itu, Pengerusi Ika-
tan Komuniti Selamat, Tan Sri
Lee Lam Tyhe berkata, pihak
konsesi yang diberikan amanah
kerja-kerja pothole atau turapan
kekal perlu dipilih secara telus.

Jelasnya, ia bagi mengelakkan
masalah konsesi menggunakan
bahan kualiti rendah apabila di-
beri tanggungjawab untuk menu-
rap jalan oleh pihak berkuasa.

“Saya juga mencadangkan su-
paya pihak berkuasa mewujud-
kan pasukan yang melakukan
rondaan di setiap kawasan bagi
mengenal pasti lokasi jalan ber-
lubang.

“Kita tidak boleh lagi me-
mandang enteng terhadap isu
berlubang ini. Meskipun
1a telah berlaku sejak sekian
lama, namun tiada ada keaza-
man pihak berkuasa mengatasi
masalah ini,” tegasnya.

(MBI) untuk membangunkan
projek hartanah bercampur
yang memiliki nilai pembangu-
nan kasar RM1.24 bilion.

Projek yang dibangunkan di
daerah Batang Padang, Perak
itu akan melibatkan kawasan
seluas 190 hektar.

Pengarah Eksekutifnya, Da-
tuk Sri Chin Kok Foong berkata,
perjanjian DRA itu akan meli-
batkan projek pembangunan
bercampur yang meliputi pem-
binaan pejabat agensi kerajaan
dan pentadbiran, lot industri,
komersial dan kediaman.

“DRA menyediakan hak un-
tuk membangunkan Kkira-kira
190 hektar tanah tanpa mem-
bebankan aliran tunai sedia
ada kumpulan.

“Projek tersebut bukan sa-
haja dapat menyediakan pen-
dapatan ketara untuk bebera-
pa tahun akan datang tetapi ia
juga akan dapat mengembang-
kan pendapatan asas melalui

segmen pembinaan suai padan
ruang industri.

“Kami akan mengambil pe-
luang daripada permintaan
yvang kukuh daripada industri
hartanah,” katanya dalam ke-
nyataan yang dikeluarkan di
sini semalam.

Kok Foong menerangkan,
sehingga kini, pihaknya men-
dapat maklum balas positif
daripada pelabur berpotensi
yang mahu membina kilang
dan ibu pejabat mereka di Pe-
rak ekoran polisi mesra pelabur
yang diamalkan oleh kerajaan
negeri.

“Misi kami pada tahun 2022
ialah memperoleh sumbangan
pendapatan yang baik dari-
pada kemahiran kami dalam
teknologi pembinaan kos efek-
tif seperti Building Information
Modelling (BIM) melalui projek
baharu ini,” jelas beliau.

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NGO says
no to
new plans

A RESOUNDING “no” is the

response of Persatuan Tindakan

Alam Sekitar Kuala Langat

(PTASKL) on plans of a

battery factory reopening in

Kampung Jenjarom, Banting.
The local non-governmental

organisation (NGO) is adamant that

the factory, which will be involved

in the business of making batteries,

should not be operating in a medi-
um industry zone.
PTASKL legal advisor Lee Chee

Kwang said Kuala Langat Municipal
Council (MPKL) should not approve

plans to reopen the factory.

“Going by the council’s local plan,

battery manufacturing is consid-
ered heavy industry.
“To give the green light for a

heavy industry to operate here rais-

es questions on the legality of the
approval,” he said.

Lee said PTASKL should be
invited to attend engagement ses-
sions too.

“As an NGO, we are also residents

of this village. My office is located
only 3km from that factory.

“We serve as a check and balance

for the authorities to ensure that it

abides by rules and regulations,” he

said.
PTASKL secretary Pua Lay Peng

raised concerns about the potential

discharge of hydrofluoric and
hydrochloric acids, which she said
were common by-products in bat-
tery production.

Lamenting the hazards posed by

these chemicals, she urged MPKL

not to entertain any request to reo-

pen the factory.

“There is no Act that can justify a
heavy industry operating in a medi-

um industry area.

“The local plan should be fol-
lowed to the letter without any
exceptions,” she said.

In response to these concerns,

Federal Power chairman Datuk Seri

Hisham Abdul Wahab denied that
the factory would be involved in
activity deemed heavy industry.

“The factory is not a heavy indus-
try business as we are not smelting

any metals unlike the previous
owner.

“We are not planning to make
batteries from scratch.

“We are only assembling the
components here,” he explained.

PETALING Jaya City Council’s
(MBP]) food bank recipients list
needs to be updated to ensure no
one is left behind, say two former
councillors.

Farhan Haziqg Mohamed and
Ermeemarianna Saadon noticed
that none of the poor from their
respective areas were listed as
recipients in May last year.

The former councillors, whose
terms ended last month, believe
that it is MBPJ’s moral duty to erad-
icate urban poverty.

Farhan said that during the
movement control order, he had
looked at the city council’s food
bank recipients list and realised
that no one from his area — Zone
19 — had been included.

“Sri Aman flat is in Zone 19 and
there are many urban poor there
but none of the residents was list-
ed.
“I'was told that the poor needed
to register with MBP]J to be eligible.

“Ideally, it will be better if the
city council, with assistance from

councillors, residents associations
or Rukun Tetangga, identifies these
families and get them registered,”
he noted.

Farhan said the poor were some-

times unaware of the procedure or
that such aid was available
through the food bank.

He also suggested that MBP] con-
duct programmes that would help

those operating businesses to
improve their sales.

“Food aid is important, but so is
giving them the ability to make a
better living.

“They are selling food door to
door but they can do better if they
know how to sell online too,” he
explained.

He hoped that the urban poor
children’s education would also be
given due attention.

“The city council can offer tui-
tion for core subjects such as
English, Mathematics, Science and
Bahasa Melayu to children from
low-income families.

“We do not want the urban poor
children to be left behind, especial-
ly after many months of school clo-
sure.

“We can even conduct online les-
sons for them during this ongoing
pandemic,” he added.

Meanwhile, Ermeemarianna
said some of the food bank recipi-
ents had died but items were still

given to their family members.

“We need to update the list.

“Some families have come out of
poverty and they no longer need
the aid.

“In Zone 15, which was my area,
no one was on the list.

“I highly recommend that MBP]
make an effort to vet recipients
and this can be done with the help
of assemblymen as well as resident
leaders.

“Do not give to the same family
all the time and have a rotation
system so that more can benefit
from the aid,” she suggested.

Petaling Jaya mayor Datuk Mohd
Sayuthi Bakar agrees that the list of
recipients must be updated.

He said MBP] would also look
into the proposed poverty eradica-
tion plan by the relevant depart-
ments.

“Let me see what they have in
their proposal and we can consider
programmes that are beneficial to
the community,” he said.
