Sultan extends suspension of congregational Friday and daily
prayers in all mosques and surau with the exception of 39

ELANGOR has extended
the suspension of Friday
as well as daily prayers in
mosques and surau
statewide until June 30.

This follows an order on the
matter from the Sultan of Selan-
gor, Sultan Sharafuddin Idris
Shah.

The ruler’s private secretary,
Datuk Mohamad MunirBani, ina
statement issued yesterday said
the ban on Friday and the five-
daily prayers at mosques and
surau was a tough and heavy de-
cision for His Royal Highness to
make.

“His Highness also understood
the lament of the people who
were unable to perform their
prayers for the past 12 weeks at
mosques.

“However, the decision has to
be taken to ensure the spread of
the Covid-19 could be curbed and
controlled.

“The Sultan monitors closely

the latest data on the spread of
Covid-19, including the latest in-
fections in Selangor which is
showing a downtrend,” he said.

He added that following a re-
duction in the infection rate
around the middle of May, the
ruler on on May 14 gave his con-
sent for Friday prayers to be al-
lowed at 39 chosen mosques,
with the congregation number
limited to 12 people, made up of
officers and committee members
of the mosque.

“However, Sultan Sharafuddin
was still worried about the risk
that in the event the control mea-
sures were loosened, it would led
to people’s lives in the state being
threatened.

“Thus, with great sadness, His
Highness decided that the ban on
Friday prayers and the five-daily
prayers at mosques and surau be
extended to June 30, with the ex-
ception of the 39 mosques pre-
viously allowed to perform Fri-
day prayers with the limited con-
gregant numbers,” he said.

Munir said a revision of the de-
cision would be made in the first

week of June and in the event the
Covid-19 outbreak sees a further
reduction, consideration would
be made to increase congregation
numbers at Friday prayers and
also more mosques being opened
earlier then scheduled to perform
Friday prayers gradually in areas
categorised as green zones.

Munir added that though the
ban was extended, in fulfilment
of the obligatory Fardhu Kifayah
(legal obligation), the call of the
Azan during prayer times would
remain unchanged and the five-
daily prayers would be per-
formed by three people compris-
ing of the bilal, the imam and the
siak at mosques as well as surau.

He also explained that pro-
grammes in the form of religious
lectures would be continued
through social media platforms.

“The Sultan of Selangor has
urged the people to continue
practising social distancing, wear
face masks and obey directives
and guidelines issued by the
Health Ministry and the Selangor
Islamic Religious Department
(JAIS),” he said.

HE Housing and Local

Government Ministry

wants the Ampang Jaya

Municipal Council
(MPAJ) to inspect more than 20
homes in Taman Kelab Ukay 4 to
verify that they are safe for living
in following Saturday’s landslide
in the area.

Housing and Local Govern-
ment Ministry Deputy Minister
Datuk Seri Ismail Abdul Murttalib
said the main focus for the local
authorities now was to ensure the
safety of the remaining houses
and that they were monitored
from time to time.

Residents of seven houses were
forced to vacate their homes after
the landslide.

“We hope that the inspection of
the houses, including the nearby
ones, are done thoroughly.

“The technical team must mon-
itor and find solutions to prevent
similar incidents from happen-
ing again,” he told the press here
yesterday after checking the area

affected by the landslide.

Ismail said this after presenting
assistance to residents from the
seven houses,

MPAJ president Datuk Abd
Hamid Hussain, who was pre-
sent, said contractors would be
appointed within a week’stime to
conduct checks on the area be-
fore any decision on repairs was
made.

“Starting today (yesterday), we
are monitoring, analysing and
conducting checks on the other
houses.

“There are cracks on some

houses. The original structure is
stable but cracks were found else-
where. We will continue making
inspections and investigate first,”
he said.

On the residents who were af-
fected by the landslide, MPAJ
will be having a meeting with the
relevant parties on Thursday to
decide on the appropriate assis-
tance.

The landslide, which occurred
on Saturday, took place following
continuous rain, resulting in soil
movement in the area.

Housing and Local Govern-

ment Minister Zuraida Kamarud-
din announced an immediate
RM2 million allocation to build a
retaining wall at the site.

MPAJ has been directed to take
immediate action to repair the
affected area.

The 40 residents from the sev-
en affected houses have been
temporarily placed at the nearby
De Palma Hotel.

MPAJ had rejected claims by
residents of nearby Taman Bukit
Mulia, who live downhill from
the affected area, that the coun-
cil's inaction led to the landslide.

The residents had claimed that
a similar landslide occurred last
November, and that little had
been done to rectify the situa-
tion.

MPAJ had said that the land
where the landslide occurred was
privately-owned and, as such,
was not the council’s responsi-
bility. It said its efforts to trace
the owner had been unsuccess-
ful.

The council maintained that it
nevertheless had deployed its of-
ficers to attend to the issue raised
by residents.
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No need to worry even with active land movement, residents told

KUALA LUMPUR: Residents near
the Taman Kelab Ukay 4, Bukit
Antarabangsa neighbourhood,
who were affected by the land-
slide last Saturday, need not wor-
ry although there is active land
movement, said Selangor State
Disaster Management Unit (SD-
MU) chief Ahmad Fairuz Mohd

He said that based on manual
slope monitoring carried out two
days ago, it was found that there
were active land movements in
different areas.

“The land movements are oc-
curring, but residents need not
worry because the other residen-
tial areas are not at risk compared
with the affected houses.

“However, we will take precau-
tionary steps and monitor from
time to time. So far, the Ampang
Jaya Municipal Council, through
its appointed contractor, has cov-

ered the cracks by placing 1,200
sq m of canvas sheets to prevent
further erosion,” he said after in-
specting repair work on the land-
slide at the Taman Kelab Ukay 4
residential area in Bukit Antara-
bangsa here yesterday.

Fairuz said retaining walls to
prevent land movement at Sun-
gai Sering had been built and
work to instal metal pilings was
expected to be completed today
before the process of repairing
the river structure was carried
out by the Department of Irri-
gation and Drainage.

“The slope recovery process
will take about six months to
complete and the affected resi-
dents are advised to vacate the
houses,” he said.

Meanwhile, Selangor Fire and
Rescue Department director No-
razam Khamis said seven fire-
men would monitor the situation

for two weeks to ensure the af-
fected area and the residents
were safe.

A check by Bernama found
that several affected residents
had returned home to collect
their belongings after being or-
dered to evacuate following the
landslide.

It was learned that the affect-
ed residents were allowed only
to take their belongings but
would not be allowed to live in
their homes for the next six
months.

Last Saturday, seven double-
storey houses at Jalan Kelab Ukay
4, Taman Kelab Ukay were af-
fected following a landslide be-
hind their homes, resulting in 32
people from six families being
told to vacate their homes.

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Market still closed despite lifting of MCO

TRADERS at Pasar Besar Jalan
Othman in Petaling Jaya are disap-
pointed that they are unable to
resume business as planned.

The enhanced movement con-
trol order (MCO) in the area was
lifted several days ago.

It was implemented from the
market to the surrounding neigh-
bourhoods on May 10, after 26 pos-
itive Covid-19 cases were detected
in the area.

Last Friday, the traders received
a mobile text from Petaling Jaya
City Council (MBPY), informing that
the market would not reopen on
the scheduled date which was yes-
terday.

Jalan Othman Market
Association secretary Sathiya
Seelan said MBP] told them that
the decision to reopen the market
would be made after the city coun-
cil meeting today.

He said the text message also
mentioned that a meeting that was
planned with the traders would be
postponed to an undecided date.

“We were also told to clean up
the market,” added Sathiya.

A check by StarMetro showed
the 46-year-old market, also known

as PJ] Old Town market, was under-
going minor repairs while it
remained closed.

Vegetable seller P. Narayanan
hoped the market would reopen
soon as he was experiencing a big
loss in income.

He said he also faced challenges
in hiring locals to do the work that
was previously done by foreign
labourers.

“Our generous customers would
even tip RMS to our workers who
helped carry the goods to their
vehicles.

“The workers could earn up to
RM3,000 a month based on over-
time and tips,” said Narayanan.

Noodles seller Law Win Jan, 63,
hoped MBP] would allow the trad-
ers to hire foreign workers.

“My stall is open from 8am to
noon and I pay RM40 for four
hours (to the worker).

“But I cannot find a suitable
helper to assist me now,” he said.

The food court adjacent to the
market has resumed operations,
with roughly half the food stalls
open although business is slow.

Ais kacang seller Peggy Chee
said her business dro}:u d by 80%,
but she hoped it would pick up.

“I had to call some of my cus-
tomers on the phone to tell them
that I am open for business,” she
said.

A regular customer to the mar-
ket, S. Shanmuganathan from
Subang Jaya, made a trip to PJ Old
Tgwn yesterday but left disappoint-
ea.

“I thought the market would
have reopened. 1 like it because the
people are friendly and I have
been coming here for the past 20
years,” he said.

Upon checking, several foreign-
ers were seen loitering around the
market area yesterday.

During a press conference last
week, Bukit Gasing assemblyman
Rajiv Rishyakaran said the traders
needed about 1,000 workers to
assist them.

It was reported that the workers
were paid daily wages of between
RM70 and RMB0.

A MBP] spokesman said the city
council would need to discuss the
details regarding the reopening of
the market.

“We cannot allow the market to
operate straight away after the
MCO is lifted,” he said.

Prayers in mosques in the state to remain suspended pending a review

KLANG: Selangor ruler Sultan
Sharafuddin Idris Shah has decreed
that the suspension of daily congre-
gational and Friday prayers in
mosgues in the state will be extend-
ed until a review is carried out.

“It is with a heavy heart that His
Highness has decided that the
restrictive period for Friday and
daily prayers in mosques and surau
‘will be extended until June 30," said
the Ruler's private secretary Datuk
Mohamad Munir Bani yesterday.

Friday prayers could be per-
formed in 39 selected mosques in

the state that have been allowed to
hold congrezational prayers with
not more than 12 people, compris-
ing mosque officials and committee
members only, he added.

Sultan Sharafuddin had allowed
the 39 mosques to hold congrega-
tional prayers in mid-May after a
decrease in Covid-19 infections in
the state.

According to Mohamad Munir,
Sultan Sharafuddin’s decision was
based on the views and advice of
the Selangor Mufti and Selangor
Islamic Religious Department (Jais).

“The decision to prohibit Friday
and daily congregational prayers in
moscues and surau is a difficult
decision for His Highness to make.

“His Highness understands the
people’s disappointment in not
being able to perform prayers in
mosques for the past 12 weeks.

“But the decision had to be made
to curb the spread of Covid-19,” said
Mohamad Munir.

He said Sultan Sharafuddin had
inspected the current data on the

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Fewer dengue
cases reported

KUALA LUMPUR: A total of 46,713 dengue
cases were reported from Dec 29 last year to
May 30 this year, a drop of 11.8% from the
52,941 cases in the previous corresponding
period.

The figures were released by the Health
Ministry’s National Crisis Preparedness and
Response Centre (CPRC) in the Current
Situation of Dengue, Chikungunya and Zika in
Malaysia For the Year 2019 and 2020 report.

The report stated that no dengue deaths
were reported in the 22nd week (May 24-30)
of this year, with a cumulative figure of 82
deaths, compared to 81 deaths during the
same period last year.

“During the 22nd week in the year 2020, a
total of 1,625 dengue cases have been report-
ed, a decrease of 8.8% compared to the previ-
ous week,” said the report which was shared
by Health director-general Datuk Dr Noor
Hisham Abdullah on Facebook yesterday.

Until the 22nd week of this year, Selangor
had the highest number of dengue cases with
26,943 cases, followed by Kuala Lumpur and
Putrajaya (4,617) and Johor (4,111). —Bernama

2 Woman having sleepless
night sees trees crashing
down behind house

PETALING JAYA: It was already 2am but
sleep continued to elude Norashiah Mohd
Nor (pix).

Then she heard a rumbling noise and
when she looked out a window to check,
she was shocked to see trees falling down
behind her home.

“I woke my husband
and three children up and
we rushed out of the house
to call our neighbours for
help,” she said yesterday.

Fortunately for
Norashiah and her
neighbours, the Saturday
morning landslide caused
only slight damage to their
homes in Taman Kelab
Ukay, Bukit Antarabangsa.

Nonetheless, the
residents were ordered to
check into a hotel in
Ampang where they are to
stay for a week.

Taman Kelab Ukay  Residents
Association president Syed Zulkifli Syed
Masir said a proposal to build a 4m-high
retaining wall stretching 70m is only a stop-
gap measure.

“This will give the authorities time to
investigate and identify the cause of the
landslide.”

This is the first time that the area has
been hit by a landslide, according to
Selangor Fire and Rescue Department
assistant director Hafisham Mohd Noor.

He said the department received an alert
at 2.21am that day and was at the scene 30

minutes later.
“We're constantly on call
1 Em because Bukit Antarabangsa is
known for its steep hills and
landslides. Our first response is
to (rescue) those who may be trapped
inside.”

It is learnt that the residents will have to
move out of the area within six months
because of the hazardous situation, but
they will be offered financial assistance.

Norashiah said she paid about
RM?700,000 for her freehold property.
