anah runtuh merupakan an-
caman kepada kesejahtera-
an hidup manusia dan harta

benda di negara ini. Walau-
pun graviti yang bertindak pada cerun
curam merupakan punca utama tanah
runtuh, terdapat faktor tambahan lain,
iaitu faktor alam dan juga faktor manu-
sia. Faktor alam berkaitan dengan jenis
bahan dan ketebalan, geomorfologi dan
pemendakan manakala faktor manusia
pula termasuklah pengubahsuaian ce-
run bagi tujuan pembangunan infra-
struktur, lebuh raya dan perumahan,
pengubahsuaian saliran dan pemindah-
an tumbuh-tumbuhan. Namun, hujan
dianggap sebagai faktor pencetus uta-
ma kepada kejadian tanah runtuh.

Peningkatan kes bencana tanah run-
tuh di negara ini kebiasaannya berlaku
pada cerun buatan manusia, terutama-
nya cerun potong dan cerun tambakan
yang berkait rapat dengan pembangun-
an infastruktur seperti lebuh raya, jalan
raya, empangan dan kawasan penem-
patan baharu.

Rekod Jabatan Kerja Raya (JKR)
menunjukkan antara tempoh tahun
1961 hingga 2007, sebanyak 441 keja-
dian tanah runtuh berlaku di Malaysia
dengan jumlah korban 577 atau purata
12 orang setahun. Malahan, jumlah
kerugian ekonomi bagi kes-kes tanah
runtuh yang dilaporkan dari tahun1973
hingga 2007 adalah amat tinggi, iaitu
dianggarkan sebanyak RM3.0 bilion.

Bukit Antarabangsa dan sekitarnya
ialah petempatan di atas perbukitan
yang kebanyakannya terdiri daripada
perumahan rumah tunggal atau banglo,
rumah teres dan apartmen atau kondo-
minium.

Kawasan Bukit Antarabangsa se-
ring dikaitkan dengan fenomena kega-
galan cerun. Antara tahun 1993-2008,
sekurang-kurangnya 21 kejadian tanah
runtuh direkodkan di sekitar kawasan
Hulu Kelang. Antaranya tragedi High-
land Towers (1993); sekitar Kondomi-
nium Athenaecum Peak dan Wangsa
Height (1999); Taman Hillview (2002);
dan Taman Bukit Mewah (2008). Se-
terusnya, pada Disember 2019, sebuah
banglo di Jalan Kelab Ukay 2 diarah-
kan untuk dirobohkan susulan berlaku
pergerakan tanah yang serius. Kejadi-

an terbaru adalah pada Mei 2020 di
Taman Kelab Ukay, juga berpunca
daripada pergerakan tanah akibat hujan
yang berterusan. Bencana ini menje-
jaskan tujuh rumah membabitkan kira-
kira 40 penghuni. Kesemua tanah
runtuh ini didapati berlaku di sekitar
kawasan perbukitan yang memanjang
dalam lingkungan 1.8 km di sekitar
Bukit Antarabangsa di Hulu Kelang.

Kurang stabil

Kawasan ini menjadi pilihan go-
longan tertentu untuk dihuni kerana
kawasan tersebut khususnya di kawa-
san lereng, cerun dan tanah tinggi di-
anggap berprestij justeru seringkali
menjadi pilihan bagi mereka yang
memiliki taraf ekonomi dan sosial
yang tinggi. Lantaran mereka membe-
li dan membina kediaman mewah di
kawasan tersebut sedangkan dalam
tempoh jangka panjang ianya ibarat
bom jangka yang boleh ‘membunuh
diri dan ahli keluarga’.

Apabila wujud permintaan tinggi,
maka pihak pemaju sebagai golongan
kapitalis yang hanya mementingkan
keuntungan berlumba-lumba membina
kawasan perumahan di situ. Pemaju
perumahan melobi untuk memajukan
cerun skala tiga dan skala empat de-
ngan alasan akan menggunakan tek-
nologi penampan cerun yang terkini.

Atas alasan tersebut, cerun bukit
ditarah secara melampau malahan po-
kok-pokok yang menjadi pasak bumi
dan rumput tutup bumi tidak dijaga
dengan rapi. Pihak kerajaan negeri
Selangor pula tidak boleh membatal-
kan kontrak pembangunan yang telah
diberikan kepada pihak pemaju kerana
ia membabitkan implikasi undang-
undang.

Menurut Muhammad Barzani et al,
(2011), secara keseluruhannya, keada-
an cerun di kawasan Bukit Antara-
bangsa dianggap kurang stabil (fragi-
le) disebabkan keadaan struktur
geologinya yang lemah, seperti kawa-
san bertopografi tinggi, kemiringan
cerun yang besar dan kandungan ke-
takselanjaran yang tinggi.

Kajian mendapati kesemua sampel
tanah di situ mempunyai kadar keplas-
tikan tinggi serta berkecenderungan
untuk berlakunya runtuhan di masa
hadapan.

Nine eateries ordered to

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Nine Shah Alam eateries shut for ﬂoutlng rules

NINE eateries in Shah Alam have
been ordered to close, during an
enforcement operation by the Shah
Alam City Council (MBSA), for
flouting various regulations.

A total of 48 compounds were
also issued, among them for not
adhering to social distancing,
cleanliness and food handling rules
as well as not implementing the
Selangor government's Selangkah
mobile app.

The app has a QR code that
functions as a digital loghook for
people visiting any premises.

The eateries were ordered to
close for 14 days

Aside from carrying out regular
checks on cleanliness, proper food
handling and validity of business
licences, MBSA also inspected if
eatery operators observed the con-
ditional movement control order
(MCO) ruling.

MBSA deputy mayor Mohd
Rashidi Ruslan said it had received
numerous complaints from resi-
dents that some eateries were not
following the MCO rules and diners
did not practise social distancing.

“For example, more custorers
would sit at a table when it is clear-
ly marked for only two or four,” he
said.

Ninety-four officers from MBSA's
enforcement and environmental
health departments were part of

the joint operation with the police
and army.

They were split into three groups
and tackled three areas namely
Seksyen U1 to Seksyen U6, Seksyen
1 to Seksyen 14 and Seksyen 15 to
Seksyen 25.

A total of 72 eateries and two
roadside stalls were inspected.

“Our officers also checked if the
eatery operators had recorded visi-
tors’ details and temperature as
well as used the Selangkah app.”

Some eateries were ordered to
close because cockroaches and rat
droppings were found on the

remises.

Mohd Rashidi added that some
restaurant owners were hesitant to
compel their customers to adhere
to social distancing rules while din-
ing in.

“Some eateries complied with
the rules but customers were not
as cooperative.

“The operators and diners will
be in trouble if they do not obey
the SOPs,” he said, adding that din-
ers who refused to practise social
distancing could be fined RM1,000.

He urged young children and the
elderly to continue staying home
and avoid crowded places to
reduce their risk of contracting
Covid-19.

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Moving travel industry forward

IT IS no secret that Malaysia's tour-
ism sector has been greatly impact-
ed by the Covid-19 outbreak, simi-
lar 1o the fate suffered by so many
countries worldwide.

It will be necessary for the
authorities and stakeholders to
have strategic plans in place, when
the movement control order (MCO)
is lifted, to make travellers feel safe
while travelling.

Exhibition and conference cen-
tres too have taken a bad hit as
people now resort to tele-confer-
encing to communicate and turn to
virtual space to congregate for
meetings.

StarMetro spoke to the
Malaysian Association of Tour and
Travel Azents (MATTA), various
state tourism authorities, and the
Malaysia Convention and
Exhibition Bureau (MyCER) to
learn about their plans to help
revive the industry.

Agents, centres preparing

MATTA president Datuk Tan Kok
Liang said the new norm would
see health and safety protocols put
in place in the value chain to
ensure safety of tourists and the
local community.

He said this would inevitably
hoost travel confidence.

“Business plans, travel arrange-
ments and tourism products need
to be modified to take into
account the new priorities,” he
added.

Technology, he said, would play
an even bigger role in many activ-

ities relevant to the tourism indus-

try, which could also be one of the

key directional changes that stake-

holders would push hard for.

“It is also vital for industry play-
ers to engage with tourism boards
to understand products better and
to come up with greater marketing
strategies post Covid-19,” added
Tan.

MyCEB plans to work with
industry players and stakeholders
to help Malaysia's economy get
hack on track
Its cpokt-spersm\ said the bureau

d to strategise pr
and marketing efforts as well as
invent creative and innovative
ways to reach the intended market
segment.

“Through our on-going engage-
ment with industry players, associ-
ations and all affected parties on
the ground, we will be able to
ensure industry players prosper
post Covid-19,” the spokesperson
said.

He added that re-strategising
marketing efforts was also top
priority, as well as targeting
those who have interacted with
MyCEB in the past to generate
future husiness.

tive, because you know you are
reaching out to people who have
some interest in what you are
offering.

“During a recession, you should
continue to advertise so that when
consumers start buying again, you
will be top on their radar,” he
added.

States' take on issue

Sarawak Tourism, Arts, Culture,
Youth and Sports Minister Datuk
Abdul Karim Rahman Hamzah
said the state was reviewing
industry insights through surveys
conducted by the Sarawak
Tourisin Board (STB), Business
Events Sarawak (BES) and STF
(Sarawak Tourism Federation) to
analyse the impact of Covid-19 in
the industry.

Also in discussion were ways to
improve the current “responsible
travel” experience in Sarawak, in
addition to being innovative in
marketing products after the MCO
was lifted.

“Tourism will be slower to pick
up its momentum after the MCO is
lifted compared to other indus-
tries.

“It is the right time to do a prod-

uct audit to improve the current
product standard and quality, and
introduce new products to tour-
ists,” he said, adding that products
and packages would be made
available on e-commerce platforms
by leveraging the Sarawak Travel
App and portal.

Abdul Karim said Sarawak’s esti-
mated targeted tourist arrivals for
this year was originally five mil-
lion, but it has reduced to 2.4 mil-
lion — a 52% drop due to Covid-19.

Perak housing, local govern-
ment, public transport and tourism
committee chairman Datuk Nolee
Ashilin Mohd Radzi said pro-
grammes to kick-start the tourism
industry in stages and mitigate the
adverse effects of Covid-19 were in
the pipeline.

This includes a campaign on cul-
tivating safety as well as building
confidence to c ongoing

Tourism Selangor plans to focus on promoting local tourist sites.

“We also want to leverage on
Perak’s reputation as a ‘green state’
by promoting domestic tourism,”
she said.

Tourism Selangor is also bank-
ing on domestic tourism.

Its general manager Azrul Mohd
Shah said collaboration with key
industry players would be held for
the initiative, such as hotel and

promotion initiatives.
“Cultivating safety will be done
through product owners or opera-
tors implementing safety proce-
dures, and travellers practising
responsible travelling.

The possibility of getting local
authorities to periodically certify
or inspect the premises based on
the Health Ministry’s guidelines is
being looked at.

INNOVATE TO STAY RESILIENT

ORE than 70 days in-

to the Movement

Control Order (MCO),

Malaysia is finally
emerging from the dark tunnel of
the Covid-19 pandemic.

Infection rates have dropped to
more manageable levels, prompt-
ing the return to work for key
economic sectors and re-opening
of restaurants and other essential
services. Qur daily lives are com-
ing out of stasis, albeit slowly and
very carefully.

While it is hard to make pre-
dictions about what comes next,
this much is apparent — a post-
Covid-19 world is now actively
under construction, and it will
look very different from the
world of today.

Life on the other side
of the curve

History has shown us that
large-scale pandemics tend to al-
ter economies for decades. When
the Black Death claimed an es-
timated 200 million people in the
14th century for example, the sig-
nificant loss of manpower forced
populations to transition from
growing crops to rearing live-
stock, since it depended much
less on human labour.

Experts anticipate the socio-
economic impact of Covid-19 to
be unprecedented. The Great
Lockdown will likely be the worst
recession since the Great Depres-
sion, and far worse than the glob-
al financial crisis of 2007-2008.

In China, which reopened its
economy after 10 weeks of re-
stricted movement, life still hap-
pens under the shadow of the
coronavirus, with temperature
checks, app monitoring and oth-
er biosecurity measures in place.

Malaysians, too, must realise
that we are no longer facing a
mere temporary disruption even

after the MCO is fully lifted in
Malaysia. The crisis would have
reshaped consumer habits and
business practices in some ways
permanently, moving forward.

Our economic survival and re-
covery depend on the ability of
Malaysians to adapt to this “new
normal”.

Impact on SMEs

Small and medium enterprises
(SMEs), a major driver of employ-
ment and growth, are among the
hardest hit by the Covid-19 crisis.

A survey by the SME Associ-
ation of Malaysia found that most
SMEs expected no cash inflow for
at least three months due to the
MCO.

SMEs will not be able to survive
without steps taken to support
their business continuity plans.
In this context, the federal gov-
ernment's Prihatin Rakyat Eco-
nomic Stimulus Package, which
allocates RM10 billion to ease the
financial burden of SMEs, is a
timely and critical move.

However, government assis-
tance is only intended as a short-
term solution. To survive and
maintain growth beyond this pe-
riod, SMEs must embrace digi-
talisation to future proof their op-
erations.

If the Covid-19 pandemic had
occurred 20 years ago, there
would have been no alternative to
the traditional models of work,
education, shopping, entertain-
mentor healthcare — all of which
rely on physical interaction.

But today, each of these activ-
ities has a digital twin, an “al-
ternative” model facing off the
entrenched status quo.

With social distancing forcibly
driving significant changes in
key areas of our lives, going
digital is now a critical need
and not just an alternative to

be postponed.

Take for instance the highly an-
ticipated annual Ramadan
bazaars in Malaysia, which had to
be cancelled due to risk of coro-
navirus transmission in large
gatherings. This led to distress
for many bazaar traders, as they
had already spent significant
amounts of money in the form of
licences, management costs and
deposits to prepare for the bazaar
season.

Fortunately, many of them
quickly transitioned onto social
media platforms and mobile
messaging services with multiple
groups of “online bazaars™ mush-
rooming across Facebook, Twit-
ter and WhatsApp. Some of the
larger neighbourhood bazaars al-
so partnered with popular brands
like FashionValet and Foodpanda
to provide an avenue for stall
owners to operate without
breaching the MCO.

The Selangor government also
pioneered a partnership with
Grab Malaysia to deploy innova-
tive “e-Kitchens” in 10 locations
throughout the state. The space
shared by micro SMEs was based
on the “central kitchen” model,
whereby customers could order
their favourite Ramadan delica-
cies and have them delivered
through Grab's delivery network
and platform partners.

Not only can smaller players
save almost 10 per cent on
staffing and food costs, these
e-Kitchens also enabled greater
consistency in terms of food safe-
ty and quality control.

The first week of Ramadan
alone showed a positive outcome
as some restaurant partners ex-
perienced up to 30 per cent
growth in their daily orders and
majority of the local delicacies
sold out before 5.30pm.

With Grab obtaining an average

gross merchandise volume of
close to RM4,000 a day, and news
reports showing that some
restaurant partners were able to
earn up to RM1,000 a day, this
innovative technology solution
had successfully proven to be
beneficial for both the digital
platforms and their partners.
Yet, digitalisation alone is not a
miracle cure for all problems.
Businesses should continue in-
novating and improving their on-
line presence without reverting
to their traditional models post-
Covid-19 to remain resilient
against future challenges.

Building Digital Malaysia

We have seen how digital so-
lutions can contribute in creative
and unexpected ways to improve
the people's wellbeing and re-
store the functioning of society.

The experience of Selangor also
proves that these solutions can be
harnessed through strategic part-
nerships with the government
built on the spirit of innovation.
More of this will be essential for
expanding the application of
technologies in meeting our post-
pandemic needs.

Only by better utilising the role
ofdigital technologies in national
governance, social governance,
and economic development will
it be possible to cope with similar
crises like Covid-19 in the future.

Beyond stabilising consump-
tion and the economy, digital
transformation will eventually
lead to the growth of more so-
phisticated technologies in larger
industries like artificial technol-
ogy, 5G technology and cloud
computing, to usher in a new dig-
ital era for Malaysia.
