Putrajaya: Kemelut politik nega-
ra berterusan sehari selepas Yang
di-Pertuan Agong, Al-Sultan Ab-
dullah Ri'ayatuddin Al-Mustafa
Billah Shah bertitah bahawa tiada
keperluan untuk mengisytihar
darurat buat masa ini.

Beberapa jam selepas kenyata-
an Istana Negara itu, Khabar an-
gin tersebar luas kononnya Per-

* dana Menteri, Tan Sri Muhyiddin
Yassin, mahu meletakkan jawa-
tan dan rumah beliau di Daman-
sara Heights, Kuala Lumpur, men-
jadi tumpuan menteri dan Ahli
Parlimen yang dikatakan memu-
juk beliau supaya terus kekal me-
ngetuai pentadbiran kerajaan.

Walaupun ada penafian, ca-
kap-cakap mengenainya masih di-
dengar pada peringkat akar umbi,
sehingga mengelirukan rakyat
yang mengharapkan keputusan
Istana Negara sudah menyelesai-
kan kecelaruan politik yang ber-
mula sejak beberapa minggu la-
lu.

hak berkuasa membendung wa-
bak COVID-19 demi keselamatan
diri serta kesejahteraan negara,
namun dilihat kepada perkemba-
ngan yang berlaku semalam, ia
seolah-olah tidak dipedulikan.

Malah, tanda tanya terus ber-
legar mengenai pendirian Bari-
san Nasional (BN) dan UMNO
yang menjadi tunjang kepada ke-
langsungan kerajaan Perikatan
Nasional (PN) diterajui Muhyi-
ddin, sejak Mac lalu.

Ada dakwaan UMNO pun su-
dah berpecah kepada dua kum-
pulan, iaitu kumpulan yang me-
nyokong Muhyiddin dan satu lagi
yang mahu beliau berundur serta
menyerahkan mandat kepada ra-
kyat.

Difahamkan, pada mesyuarat
BN dan UMNO semalam, ada pe-
mimpinnya secara terbuka me-
minta hubungan parti itu dengan
PN dikaji semula, selain menca-
dangkan menarik balik sokongan
kepada PN supaya Parlimen dapat
dibubarkan.

Ada juga yang dikatakan me-

nyuarakan hasrat supaya BN dan
UMNO menyokong Presiden PKR,
Datuk Seri Anwar Ibrahim se-
bagai calon Perdana Menteri.

Bagaimanapun, sehingga ma-
lam tadi, tiada sebarang kenya-
taan dikeluarkan PN, Muhyiddin
atau partinya, Parti Pribumi Ber-
satu Malaysia (BERSATU).

Malah, dua mesyuarat penting
dipengerusikan Muhyiddin pagi
semalam, juga tidak diketahui ha-
silnya, sehingga menimbulkan le-
bih banyak tanda tanya.

Pada jam 9.30 pagi, Muhyiddin
mengadakan mesyuarat dengan
pemimpin parti gabungan PN, ter-
masuk Presiden PAS, Datuk Seri
Abdul Hadi Awang; Presiden
MCA, Datuk Seri Wee Ka Siong
dan Presiden MIC, Tan Sri S A
Vigneswaran.

Namun, Presiden UMNO, Da-
tuk Seri Dr Ahmad Zahid Hamidi
tidak kelihatan walaupun menu-
rut sumber, undangan sudah di-
sampaikan kepada Ahli Parlimen
Bagan Datuk itu, malam kelma-

rin.

Muhyiddin yang juga Ahli Par-
limen Pagoh itu kemudian mem-
pengerusikan Mesyuarat Khas
Kabinet Kkira-kira dua jam ber-
mula jam 11.30 pagi.

Usaha pengamal media untuk
mendapatkan butiran mengenai
Mesyuarat Khas Kabinet itu da-
ripada menteri yang hadir juga
tidak berjaya.

Menteri Kanan (Perdagangan
Antarabangsa dan Industri), Da-
tuk Seri Mohamed Azmin Ali ha-
nya menurunkan tingkap kere-
tanya dan melambai kepada me-
dia tanpa memberi sebarang ula-
san berhubung mesyuarat itu.

Selain menteri Kabinet, turut
menghadiri mesyuarat khas itu
ialah Peguam Negara, Tan Sri
Idrus Harun.

Lewat petang semalam, Menteri
Kanan (Keselamatan), Datuk Seri
Ismail Sabri Yaakob memaklum-
kan tiada sebarang perbincangan
dibuat berhubung isu pembuba-
ran Parlimen pada Mesyuarat
Khas Kabinet itu.

“Tadi (pagi) memang ada me-
syuarat Kabinet, tetapi perkara

tidak dibincangkan pun.
“Walaupun saya tidak boleh se-
but (mengenai perbincangan da-
lam mesyuarat), tetapi ia (pem-
bubaran Parlimen) tidak dibangkit
dan dibincangkan,” katanya pada
sidang media mengenai Perintah
Kawalan Pergerakan (PKP).
Beberapa kilometer dari Putra-
jaya, Ahli Parlimen Barisan Na-
sional (BN) pula ‘berkumpul’ di
Pusat Dagangan Dunia Putra
(PWTC) di ibu negara tengah hari

mengenai pembubaran Parlimen

mengenainya,” katanya kepada
media ditemui di lobi Menara Da-
to Onn, PWTC.

Ditanya mengenai kedudukan
UMNO sama ada masih menyo-
kong PN, Hishammuddin yang ju-
ga Menteri Luar berkata, beliau
tidak tahu dan perkara itu perlu
menunggu keputusan mesyuarat
Maijlis Kerja Tertinggi (MKT).

Antara yang hadir pada me-
syuarat itu ialah Pengerusi Lem-
baga Penasihat UMNO yang juga
Ahli Parlimen Gua Musang, Teng-
ku leigh F h; Seti; 1}

bagi hadiri me-
syuarat tergempar BN bagi mem-
bincangkan kedudukan parti itu
dalam PN dan sokongan kepada
Muhyiddin.

Mesyuarat tergempar berlang-
sung lebih tiga jam bermula jam 1
tengah hari dan berakhir jam 4
petang itu, dipengerusikan Ah-
mad Zahid.

Ketika diajukan pertanyaan,
Bendahari BN, Datuk Seri His-
hammuddin Hussein yang sebe-
lum itu bergegas dari Putrajaya
berkata: “Itulah yang dibincang-
kan (kedudukan Muhyiddin) dan
saya mahu tahu keputusan BN

Inisiatif ini dianjurkan mene-
rusi dua platform perniagaan da-
lam talian terbesar di Malaysia
iaitu Shopee dan Lazada.

“Shopee dan Lazada menye-
diakan ‘laman mikro khusus di

platform masing-masing. Penggu-
na boleh mengaksesnya bagi me-
nikmati diskaun menarik dari
Shopee dan Lazada dengan baucar
bersubsidi daripada kerajaan Se-
langor,” katanya.

Sementara itu, Pengerusi Jawa-
tankuasa Tetap Pelaburan, Per-
dagangan dan Perindustrian dan
IKS, Datuk Teng Chang Khim, ber-
kata Selangor satu-satunya negeri
melancarkan dua kempen baucar
dalam talian berturut-turut untuk
mempercepatkan  pendigitalan

PKS pada masa kritikal.

Kempen Selangor E-bazar Raya
yang berlangsung dua bulan se-
belum ini dari 4 Mei hingga 4 Julai
lalu mencapai kejayaan cemer-
lang. 4

langor, peniaga berjaya menjana
hasil jualan RM11.7 juta, bersa-
maan dengan pulangan pelaburan
12 kali ganda. la-adalah pening-
katan 341 peratus daripada baucar
berkenaan.

Apabila Muhyiddin
mengambil alih teraju dan
terus meletakkan isu Covid-19
sebagai keutamaan sekali
gus melasanakan Perintah
Kawalan Pergerakan (PKP),
kita berjaya.

Dalam hal ekonomi dan
kebajikan rakyat, pelaksanaan
pakej-pakej bantuan Prihatin,
Prihatin Tambahan dan
Kita Prihatin ternyata amat
membantu rakyat dalam
menghadapi 1,001 kesukaran
berikutan krisis kesihatan dan
keselamatan ini.

MITI berkata, Visi Pasca 2020
akan menjadi sumber rujukan
utama untuk rantau Asia Pasifik
pada tahun-tahun akan datang.

“Dalam masa yang sama,
Malaysia juga telah memulakan
tugasan pembentukan Deklarasi

Pemimpin iaitu dokumen pent-
ing yang tidak dapat dimuktama-
dkan sejak dua tahun lalu.

“Pada 2018, pemimpin ekono-
mi APEC tidak dapat mencapai
kata sepakat mengenai Deklar-
asi Pemimpin manakala AELM
terpaksa dibatalkan tahun lalu
berikutan krisis domestik di
Chile,” katanya dalam kenyataan
semalam.

AELM APEC yang dianjurkan
secara maya adalah pertama kali
seumpamanya dalam sejarah
APEC ekoran pandemik Covid-19.

Mesyuarat itu akan
dipengerusikan Perdana Men-
teri, Tan Sri Muhyiddin Yassin
dan akan disertai oleh kesemua
21 pemimpin ekonomi APEC.

Tahun ini merupakan kali ked-
ua Malaysia menjadi tuan rumah
APEC selepas penganjuran kali
pertama pada 1998.

Menteri Perdagangan Anta-
rabangsa dan Industri, Datuk
Seri Mohamed Azmin Ali akan
mempengerusikan Mesyuarat

vember depan.

ANY type of barricade preventing
entry into and exit from back lanes
is illegal and should be removed,
says Ampang Jaya Municipal
Council (MPA]).

The local authority said there
was no legal provision that would
allow individuals or residents asso-
ciations to instal barricades in back
lanes.

MPA] press relations officer
Norhayati Ahmad said this was
applicable to all residential and
commercial areas, including neigh-
bourhoods under gated-and-guard-
ed schemes.

“This (installing gates in back
lanes) is mostly prevalent in older
neighbourhoods where residents
do so for security reasons.

“They think back lanes give bur-
glars easy access to houses and
barriers act as a deterrent.

“But this could become a bigger
safety hazard if something were to
happen,” she cautioned.

Locking up back lanes could pre-
vent residents from having an
additional escape route in the
event of an emergency or obstruct
the Fire and Rescue Department
from carrying out its duties,
Norhayati pointed out.

“While we understand that
houseowners have reasons for
blocking entry and exit points,
their actions have caused problems
for others.

“This is especially true for clean-
ers and personnel from utility
companies who are unable to enter
the area to do their work,” she
said.

Norhayati added that the situa-
tion was made worse when people
consider the back lane an exten-
sion of their house.

“There are those who cover the
drains or build wet kitchens in
back lanes.

“Some have made the space into
storage areas which only encourag-
es pests,” she said, adding that the

situation was compounded if work-
ers could not clean the back lanes.

MPA] enforcement officers can
take action to demolish and
remove obstructions under Section
69(3) of the Street, Drainage and
Building Act 1974.

It states that no person shall
erect or maintain or permit to be
erected or maintain any obstruc-
tion in or over any back lane, and
the local authority may, where any
such obstruction exists, take down
and remove the same and the cost
and expense may be recovered

from the person responsible for or
who permitted its erection or
maintenance.

Under Section 46(1)(a) of the
same Act, a fine not exceeding
RM1,000 can be issued to the
offender for putting up structures
in a public space.

Norhayati added that “adopting”
these back lanes could make them
safer in the long run.

“If they are well-lit, clean and
pedestrian-friendly, it may prevent
these lanes from being used as
break-in points,” she said.

US], Subang Jaya, is not as clear-cut.

USJ 11/3 Residents Association
chairman Singam Muniandy said
houseowners received planning
approval from the then municipal
council to instal the gates.

“We have not faced any prob-
lems from anyone regarding the
back lane gates.

“More importantly, we received
approval from the city council to
do so,” he told StarMetro.

Singam revealed that in the let-
ter issued by Subang Jaya
Municipal Council in 2008, it was
stated that every household must
have a key to the gate and it should

be opened to allow maintenance
work to be carried out.

The letter also stated that the
council would not be held responsi-
ble if any untoward incident were
to happen.

It also said that the council could
cancel the approval if there were
complaints.

“The households have a mutual
understanding to allow access into
the lane should the need arise for
cleaning to take place or for
authorities to enter.

“So far, we haven’t had any
problems in our area,” said
Singam.

He stressed that residents should
not instal gates on their own with-
out consulting Subang Jaya City
Council (MBS)).
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On illegal renovations and exten-
sions into the back lane, Singam
said they had not encountered any
in their area.

“No one is allowed to obstruct
the back lane by extending their
kitchen space.

“They can build up, but not
encroach outwards to the lane,” he
said.

StarMetro had contacted MBS]
on the matter, but at press time
had yet to receive a response.

Meanwhile, in Petaling Jaya, for-
mer Bandar Utama 3 Residents
Association chairman Lai Wing Fatt
said the entire neighbourhood had
had gated back lanes since 1995,
after they experienced a spate of
burglaries.

“We realised that most of the

burglars entered from the back
door, which is why we took the ini-
tiative to lock up the back lanes,
providing houseowners with a key.

“During Chinese New Year in
1995, the neighbouring BU4 area
had 14 break-ins in one week.

“All the households agreed to
instal the back lane gates as a pre-
caution to deter thieves,” said Lai,
adding that the back lane gates also
deterred stray animals from enter-
ing.

Its current chairman Phillp
Khew said back lane gates were
not a fire hazard.

“The gates do not prevent the
Fire and Rescue Department from
accessing the lane should there be
an emergency because they can
still get in,” he said.

Three new councillors sworn in at Kajang council

KAJANG Municipal Council (MPKj)
has three new councillors.

They are Mohd Zulkifli Ridzwan,
48, from PKR; Sangeetha Chandra
Mohan, 38, from DAP and
Amanah’s Rozeeta Ramli, 51. Their
term will end Dec 31, 2022.

With the new appointments,
MPK; still has one slot to fill to
meet its full quota of 24 council-
lors.

All three were sworn in before
MPKj president Datuk Zulkefli
Khalid and signed their acknowl-
edgement of acceptance letters and
integrity pledge forms at a ceremo-
ny in Menara MPKj, Kajang, which
was broadcast online.

Zulkifli, who lives in Kajang, is
the general manager of a private
firm, while Sangeetha, also a
Kajang resident, has served as
MPKj councillor’s administrative

During the meeting, Zulkefli said
under MPKj’s Town Services and
Health Department’s Operasi
Gempur on illegal dumpsites, the
number of lorries seized had gone

down due to static operations at
the entrances of these sites.

“As of Oct 22, eight lorries and
one bulldozer were seized, and 16
compounds issued to offenders for
illegally dumping rubbish under
MPKj’s Rubbish Removal, Collec-
tion and Disposal Bylaw 2007.

“The lorries were seized at sever-
al locations, including Sungai
Balak, Jalan Bukit Raya and Jalan
Broga,” he said, adding that 81 lor-
ries were seized between January
and October this year under the
operations.

On the dengue situation, Zulkefli
said Hulu Langat district ranked
second highest in Selangor as of
Oct 17.

“The district recorded 8,534
accumulated dengue cases with
three deaths.

“There is a 31.6% drop in cases

Through the authority, the nation
can implement a more sensitive
water-tariff regime tostop water over-
use and wastage, strictly apply the
polluters-pay principle and explore
ways to generate sources of revenue,
including hydro-power generation,
aquaculture, riverine tourism, sports,

recreation and other ecological ser-
vices.

At the moment, there is no such
authority to monitor our rivers. A
water supply agency like Air Selangor
only looks after the treatment of raw
water fromriverstosupply clean water
to the communities and industries.

The agency is not responsible for
the cleanliness of rivers as a source of
raw water intake. Itistime the govern-
ment instituted such an authority to
better manage our rivers. The author-
ity should be given the responsibilty
to manage the entire river basin,
upstream at the water catchment
sourceand righttothe end at the river
mouth before it flows into the sea.

This way, the wellbeing of rivers
will come under the jurisdiction of
one dedicated authority. River pol-
lution would be better addresssed
and reduced — a big step in resolving
water supply disruptions, which have
been occurring too often.

The River Basin Authority can
even self-finance itself if it monetises
its services by using the rivers as an
asset.

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Apec meeting to be conducted via internet

KUALA LUMPUR: The Asia-Pacific
Economic  Cooperation  (Apec)
Economic Leaders’ Meeting (AELM)
on Nov 20 will be conducted virtually.
This is the first time in its history
that the AELM will not see all
participants gather in the same room
to discuss issues facing the region.
This year’s meeting, hosted by
Malaysia, will be held against the
backdrop of the Covid-19 pandemic

that has wreaked havoc on the world
economy.

Prime Minister Tan Sri Muhyiddin
Yassin will chair the meeting, the
International Trade and Industry
Ministry said in a statement
yesterday. All 21 Apec economic
leaders will attend.

The AELM is expected to launch
the region’s Post-2020 Vision - the
key policy document set to replace

the Bogor Goals which reaches
maturity at year-end.

Malaysia, as the lead penholder, is
collaborating with all  Apec
economies to finalise the document
in the coming weeks. It will become
the primary source of reference for
the region in years to come.

Malaysia has also commenced
work on the Leaders’ Declaration, a
document of critical importance

which, unfortunately, leaders have
been unable to reach consensus on.

The leaders failed to come to an
agreement in 2018, and the 2019
AELM was cancelled because of the
domestic situation in Chile, the host
country then.

Senior Minister Datuk Seri

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Centralised task force needed to tackle water woes

Unless there is proper
management, the numbers
of clean rivers will keep

A BLUEPRINT for a centralised
task force that includes a realistic
approach in managing the coun-
try’s river system should be formu-
lated as part of a long-term solu-
tion to the ceaseless water supply
interruptions which are caused
by pollution.

Malaysian Water Association
president Datuk Abdul Kadir
Mohd Din said apart from finding
an alternative source for water,
the authorities should consider
establishing a special task force
comprising all agencies involved
in water and river management
that can oversee all related issues
nationwide.

“I urge the government to set up
a dedicated special task unit com-
prising representatives from all the
different outfits who can look into
the problem objectively and work
on solutions to resolve the issue,”
he said.

He cited the recent water dis-
ruptions that Selangor has to
endure as an example and said
the taskforce could also be in
charge of all water-related issues
in other states.

The recent water woes in Selan-
gor came following the shutdown
of four water treatment plants in

Selangor yesterday after an odour
was detected at the Selangor River,
affecting five million people in
seven areas in the state.

Water quality specialist Dr Zaki
Zainudin said stern actions have
to also complement the execution
of the blueprint as there is a great
discrepancy between the water
management, particularly in Sel-
angor, and the state of its river
health.

Zaki added that one of the earli-
est matters that needs to be
addressed through the blueprint is
identifying the industries that
should not be allowed to be located
upstream or near water intakes to
avoid pollution from the illegal

industrial waste dumping.

“For Selangor, which has been
the centre of industrial develop-
ment in Malaysia, it is more diffi-
cult to ‘rezone’ the companies.
However, it doesn’t mean that other
states cannot benefit from the
changes.

“Waste is essentially unavoidable
in industrial production, so the
only thing we can alter is by pro-
perly managing it,” he told The
Malaysian Reserve (TMR).

Zaki added that the evaluation of
the industries could derive from
the list of businesses that are
required to do the Environment
Impact Assessment under the
Department of Environment’s

water sources, says expi

(DoE) jurisdiction.

Industries categorised under the
DoE’s list of companies with the
potential to leave traces of environ-
mental impact are required to do
the assessment which takes into
account socio-economic and
human health impacts.

“The reality is, more rivers that
were slightly polluted are becom-
ing more polluted as the numbers
of clean rivers are decreasing.

“Unless there is proper manage-
ment, the numbers of clean rivers
will keep decreasing as industrial
waste will always be there as long
as the country is developing,” he
said.

Abdul Kadir said the state gov-

ernment has to provide alternative
water sources should the next dis-
ruption occur, as water disruption
has unfortunately become a norm
in Selangor.

He added that Selangor could
also look into the utilisation of
reserve water during emergency
even if it would cost some invest-
ment in providing the infrastruc-
ture for the redirection of the
waterway.

“(Water disruption) is happening
too often and (Pengurusan) Air
Selangor (Sdn Bhd) is running out
of excuses. There is a need to com-
mit to alternative sources of water
to deal with frequent outage.

“Right now, they are relying
solely on river water, but what they
can do is to have alternative water
sources that can be used as a
backup when disruptions happen
at the rivers,” he said.

Abdul Kadir added that in order
to utilise the water reserve, its
amount has to be increased as, at
present, the level of water reserve
in Selangor is limited.

“There is also the need to create
direct channels that would link the
water reserves to the treatment
plants.

“Right now, water reserves are
being released to the river to flush
containments out. If there is a
direct channel that can lead the
water reserve to the treatment
plant, then it can help limit the
supply disruption that the public
will have to go through.

“These water reserves can offer
at least a day’s or two days’ worth
of water supply, while work on the
main water source gets done,” he
told TMR.
