Selain AELM dan AMM, me- 9 (1 ™

syuarat utama lain yang akan di-
pengerusikan Malaysia adalah
Mesyuarat Menteri Sektor, Me-
syuarat Pegawai Kanan (SOM)
dan SOM Sesi Khas bagi Visi Pas-
ca-2020.

Malaysia memilih tema ‘Me-
ngoptimumkan Potensi Insan ke

arah Masa Depan Perkongsian Ke-
makmuran’ bagi APEC 2020, yang
mencerminkan bahawa falsafah
yang mendokong forum ini adalah
‘Perkongsian Kemakmuran'.
Mesyuarat utama akan’ diada-

kan bermula hari ini, memba-
bitkan Mesyuarat Rumusan Pe-
gawai Kanan (CSOM) diikuti
AMM pada 16 November; Mesyua-
rat ABAC IV (17 November); Di-
alog CEO APEC (19 hingga 20
November) dan AELM pada 20
November,

AMM akan dipengerusikan
Menteri Kanan (Ekonomi) yang
juga Menteri Perdagangan Anta-
rabangsa dan Industri, Datuk Seri
Mohamed Azmin Ali secara maya
dengan dihadiri Menteri Perda-
gangan dan Menteri Luar peserta
ekonomi APEC.

Agenda utama AMM adalah me-
ningkatkan perdagangan dan pe-
laburan, keutamaan pelaburan
dalam pemulihan ekonomi pasca
COVID-19, kerjasama serantau da-

lam ekonomi digital dan keles-
tarian, pemerkasaan ekonomi wa-
nita, keselamatan makanan, pe-
ngurusan sumber asli secara les-
tari dan pembaharuan struktur.

Kemuncak persidangan APEC
adalah AELM yang akan dipe-
ngerusikan Perdana Menteri, Tan
Sri Muhyiddin Yassin pada Ju-
maat depan. Persidangan yang ju-
ga secara maya itu akan turut
dihadiri semua 21 pemimpin uta-
ma ekonomi APEC.

COVID-19 akan menjadi topik
utama perbincangan AELM da-
lam tindak balas ekonomi bagi
mengurangkan impak kesihatan
dan kesan ekonomi. Malaysia juga
akan mengukuhkan APEC men-
jadi konsensus penting dalam fo-
rum ekonomi serantau utama.
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Sidang sahkan
Kerangka Pemulihan
Komprehensif
pertubuhan serantau

Kuala Lumpur: Sidang Kemun-
cak Ke-37 semalam, mengesahkan
Kerangka Pemulihan Kompre-
hensif pertubuhan serantau itu
yang disyorkan Malaysia semasa
Sidang Kemuncak ASEAN+3 me-
ngenai COVID-19 pada April la-
lu.

Pada sesi pleno sebelah pagi
semalam, Perdana Menteri, Tan
Sri Muhyiddin Yassin bersyukur
dan gembira apabila cadangan
Malaysia itu menjadi kenyataan.

Muhyiddin berkata, sebagai

Nguyen Xuan Phuc di Hanoi, semalam.

blok serantau yang rata-rata ter-
diri daripada negara memba-
ngun, adalah mustahak untuk
menumpukan kepada Kerangka
Pemulihan Komprehensif ASE-
AN.

“Saya gembira melihat cada-
ngan saya pada awal tahun ini
yang akan Kkita sahkan hari ini
(semalam), menjadi realiti.

“ASEAN harus menyusun pen-
dekatan strateginya untuk me-
rancakkan kembali ekonomi, per-
dagangan dan pelaburan dengan
menerapkan norma baharu da-
lam penglibatan ekonomi kita me-
lalui teknologi termasuk platform
digital,” ujarnya.

Katanya, pergerakan barang
dan perkhidmatan termasuk in-
frastruktur utama seperti pela-
buhan dan lapangan terbang, ja-
ringan logistik, masih dapat diak-
ses dan disesuaikan dengan nor-
ma baharu untuk mempertahan-
kan pertumbuhan ekonomi pada
masa mencabar ini.

“Selain itu, membolehkan per-
gerakan orang di rantau ini juga
akan membantu mendorong per-
tumbuhan ekonomi. Justeru, da-
lam hal ini, pergerakan melalui
Koridor Perjalanan penting dan
harus diberi keutamaan,” Kata-
nya.

Muhyiddin juga menekankan

rancangan pemulihan ekonomi
ASEAN, selain mempertimbang-
kan perihal kewangan, ia juga
harus menumpukan kepada ke-
perluan menjalin perkongsian se-
rantau yang bersepadu dan ku-
kuh demi memelihara kekayaan
struktur sosial yang mendasari
komuniti ASEAN.

Katanya, ekoran gangguan ter-
hadap rantaian bekalan global,

ASEAN harus merebut peluang
itu untuk memperkuat asas per-
tanian yang dimiliki.

“Sebagai wilayah yang dilim-
pahi kekayaan sumber asli, inilah
saatnya bagi kita meneroka cara
untuk memperkukuh keselama-
tan makanan di rantau ini.

“Pandemik COVID-19 memberi
kita pengajaran bahawa ASEAN
harus berdikari dalam mengha-
dapi krisis yang belum pernah
terjadi sebelum ini, sama ada
pada masa sekarang atau akan
datang,” katanya.

Muhyiddin mengetuai delega-
si Malaysia pada sidang kemun-
cak dwitahunan itu dari Kuala
Lumpur. Berlangsung sehingga
Ahad, sidang kemuncak berke-
naan dipengerusikan Perdana
Menteri Vietnam, Nguyen Xuan
Phuc selaku Pengerusi ASEAN
2020.

Yang turut mengambil baha-
gian, Menteri Luar Datuk Seri
Hishammuddin Hussein serta
Menteri Kanan (Ekonomi) me-
rangkap Menteri Perdagangan
Antarabangsa dan Industri, Da-
tuk Seri Mohamed Azmin Ali.

Institusi Raja tidak dapat dipisahkan
dengan masyarakat Melayu. Kedua-dua
pihak, sama ada Raja mahupun rakyat
saling memerlukan antara satu sama
lain.

Jatuh bangun sesebuah kerajaan se-
perti dibuktikan dalam sejarah kera-
jaan atau kesultanan Melayu, terletak
kepada kerjasama antara kedua-dua-
nya.

Justeru, Raja yang memerintah me-
merlukan kebijaksanaan, manakala ra-
kyat wajar memberikan ketaatan ke-
pada Raja atau Sultan bagi memastikan
survival dan keunggulan sesebuah ke-
rajaan.

Hakikat ini dinyatakan C C Brown
dalam Sejarah Melayu atau The Malay
Annals bahawa negara hanya wujud se-
lagi wujud seorang Raja berwibawa.
Dengan Kata lain, Raja adalah simbol
kepada kedaulatan, kemakmuran, per-
paduan, keharmonian dan kekuatan se-
sebuah masyarakat.

Selain berfungsi sebagai payung dan
tonggak kekuatan masyarakat Melayu,
peranan Raja-Raja atau Kesultanan Me-
layu dalam kelestarian dan pengemba-
ngan dakwah juga tidak boleh dina-
fikan.

Kesultanan Melayu-Islam masa silam
sebagai contoh Melaka, memainkan pe-
ranan aktif dalam proses dakwah dan
Islamisasi. Kesungguhan Raja-Raja da-
lam mempromosi dakwah Islamiah di-
catatkan sejarawan tempatan dan
orang Barat.

Perkembangan dakwah Islamiah da-
lam institusi Raja Melayu bermula de-
ngan pemerintahan Sultan Iskandar
Syah (nama asal sebelum Islam adalah
Parameswara).

Pemerintahan Islam di bawah pim-
pinan baginda menjadi asas kepada
perkemb 1 dan usaha ikan
dakwah. Legasi kepemimpinan di ba-
wah Raja-Raja Melayu Islam, kemudian
terus menjadikan Islam sebagai teras
politik kenegaraan.

Tome Pires, seorang penulis Portugis
misalnya dalam The Suma Oriental of
Tome Pires mencatatkan bahawa Sultan
Mohammad Syah memimpin semua
orang Melaka ‘pada peringkat atasan
dan peringkat bawahan’ supaya meme-
luk Islam. Beberapa Sultan di Melaka

yang seterusnya hanya meneruskan
apa dilakukan Sultan Mohammad
Syah.

Usaha mengembangkan Islam dan
melestarikan dakwah Islamiah antara
lain dapat dilihat melalui gelaran ke-
pada Raja-Raja Melayu yang berunsur
Islam seperti al-Sultan, khalifah
al-mukminin dan al-mutawakkil.

Selain gelaran berunsurkan Islam,
hukum diguna pakai bagi negeri Me-
layu juga berdasarkan undang-undang
atau syariat Islam.

Antara contoh ialah Hukum Kanun

Melaka dan Batu Bersurat Terengganu
dengan tulisan Jawi yang diiktiraf se-
bagai satu daripada warisan dunia
yang bernilai oleh UNESCO.
Batu Bersurat ini antara lain men-
jelaskan mengenai hukum fikah ber-
kaitan persoalan jenayah, muamalat
dan munakahat.

Budaya ilmu hasil pengaruh Islam
juga begitu subur dan semarak dalam
lingkungan istana. Raja-Raja Melayu
kelihatan begitu mencintai ilmu de-
ngan menjadikan istana sebagai pusat
wacana keilmuan.

Sejarah Melayu misalnya, merakam-
kan bagaimana Sultan Mansor Syah

zum Karangan Maulana Abu Ishak se-
bagai bahan bacaan atau telaah bagin-

da.

Sultan Selangor Ke-5, Sultan Alau-
ddin Shah yang memerintah antara
1898 hingga 1938 pula dikatakan me-
ngarang sebuah Kitab tauhid. Baginda
juga dikatakan berdakwah me-
nyampaikan mesej agama
dengan menaiki mimbar
menyampaikan khu-
tbah Jumaat dan
khutbah dua hari
raya di Masjid
Alaudin Kuala

Melaka menjadikan Kkitab Durr al-Man-

Langat Selangor.

Senario sejarah itu membuktikan
Raja-Raja Melayu memainkan peranan
signifikan dalam konteks kelestarian
dakwah Islamiah dan perkembangan
Islam. Perubahan dan peredaran za-
man dalam institusi kesultanan dan
Raja Melayu bagaimanapun tidak
mengganggu gugat keutuhan sistem be-
raja di negara ini.

Kewujudan sistem beraja dan kedu-
dukan Raja-Raja Melayu hari ini masih
relevan, sekalipun berlaku perkemba-
ngan dan peredaran zaman.

Hari ini, institusi Raja bukan sahaja
menjadi tonggak kepada agama Islam
dan orang Melayu, malah payung ke-
pada keharmonian serta perpaduan
masyarakat berbilang kaum di negara
ini.

Hal ini termaktub dalam Perlemba-
gaan Persekutuan Perkara 153 yang me-
nyatakan Raja berperanan menjaga ke-
dudukan orang Melayu tanpa menga-
baikan kedudukan dan kepentingan
bangsa lain.

Tidak sepatutnya

ada pihak cuba
mempertikaikan kedudukan
dan keistimewaan institusi
Raja, bangsa dan bahasa
Melayu serta agama dan
dakwah Islamiah seperti
termaktub dalam
Perlembagaan
Persekutuan.

Ini bermaksud, Raja bukan hanya
menjadi Raja atau ketua kepada sesua-
tu bangsa atau golongan tertentu, ma-
lah memayungi kedaulatan negara un-
tuk memberi naungan saksama kepada
setiap warga tanpa mengira kaum, aga-
ma dan politik.

Meskipun ada usaha menghapuskan
imuniti Raja-Raja Melayu dan memper-
soalkan kewujudan sistem beraja, ke-
dudukan Malaysia sebagai sebuah ne-
gara Islam tetap dan amat memerlukan
Raja atau Sultan sebagai payung atau
penaung dalam mempertahankan kedu-
dukan Islam dan umat Islam di negara
ini tanpa menafikan hak kaum dan
bangsa lain.

Bangsa lain di negara ini harus meng-
hormati kontrak sosial dan memahami
bahawa Islam dan Melayu adalah agama
serta bangsa teras di negara ini.

Setiap negara ada agama dan bangsa
teras serta dominan yang perlu diiktiraf
dan dihormati. Kefahaman lain
terhadap kedudukan Islam dan Melayu
sebagai agama serta bangsa teras di ne-
gara ini akan menjamin kestabilan, ke-
harmonian dan kemakmuran negara.

Oleh itu, tidak sepatutnya ada pihak
cuba mempertikaikan kedudukan dan
keistimewaan institusi Raja, bangsa
dan bahasa Melayu serta agama dan
dakwah Islamiah seperti termaktub da-
lam Perlembagaan Persekutuan.

Dalam konteks senario semasa, mem-
perlihatkan bagaimana Raja-Raja Me-
layu dengan Yang di-Pertuan Agong,
Al-Sultan Abdullah Ri‘ayatuddin
Al-Mustafa Billah Shah sebagai ketua
negara dan ketua agama Islam, melak-
sanakan fungsi dan peranan institusi
Raja secara berkesan.

Keprihatinan baginda dan Raja-Raja
Melayu di negara ini terhadap masalah
rakyat yang berhadapan pelbagai ke-
susahan dalam situasi COVID-19, di
samping kemelut politik yang tidak
berkesudahan menjadi bukti kefungsi-
an dan peranan institusi beraja masih
relevan dan perlu dijunjung demi ke-
utuhan dan kemakmuran negara.

Rezeki terpijak buat Nur Athirah Ab-
dul Latif, 23, selepas dirundung malang
apabila motosikal yang baru dibeli ki-
ra-kira tiga bulan lalu, hilang dicuri di
sebuah pasar raya di Batu Caves.

Selepas kejadian minggu lalu itu,
Nur Athirah menerima kejutan dari-
pada Tengku Permaisuri Selangor,
Tengku Permaisuri Norashikin, yang
menghadiahkannya sebuah motosikal
baharu sebagai ganti.

Kisah sedihnya ketika kehilangan
motosikal itu tular di media
sosial memandangkan moto-
sikal dicuri punca rezeki ke-
padanya untuk menyara ibu

| dan dua adik-beradiknya
yang lain melalui hasil pen-
dapatan sebagai penghantar
makanan sepenuh masa.

Kisah Nur Athirah antara
cerita duka rakyat Malaysia
yang diuji sepanjang negara
‘terkurung’ sejak Mac lalu dengan Pe-
rintah Kawalan Pergerakan (PKP) bagi
melawan pandemik COVID-19.

Ketika rakyat Malaysia diuji kehi-
langan pekerjaan dan punca pendapa-
tan, ada pula mengambil jalan mudah
menjadikan harta benda milik orang
lain untuk mendapatkan duit!

Ketika peringkat awal pelaksanaan
PKP, Ketua Polis Negara, Tan Sri Ab-
dul Hamid Bador, ada menyatakan ka-
dar indeks jenayah menurun 70 pera-
tus di seluruh negara, namun Kes je-
nayah masih berlaku secara ketara

an

adalah pecah rumah dan mencuri mo-
tosikal.

Sebaik kerajaan ‘melonggarkan’ PKP
di seluruh negara mulai Jun lalu, ia
secara tidak langsung membuatkan
penjenayah menghidu keadaan ini se-
bagai satu peluang untuk kembali me-
rancakkan kegiatan.

Andaian ini ada asasnya kerana Ke-
tua Jabatan Pencegahan Jenayah dan
Keselamatan Komuniti (JPJKK) Se-
langor, Datuk K Kumaran, mengakui
berlaku peningkatan indeks jenayah di
Selangor susulan kelonggaran pergera-
kan selepas tamat PKP.

Beliau memaklumkan, penjenayah
mengambil peluang untuk menyam-
bung aktiviti jenayah yang tergendala
sebelum ini susulan larangan keluar
rumah ketika PKP.

Pecah rumah, samun, mencuri, ragut
dan seumpamanya adalah ‘pekerjaan’
kepada individu yang kita gelarkan se-
bagai penjenayah.

Sedarilah penjenayah ibarat jerat
yang tak pernah lupakan pelanduk,
sentiasa ‘bersedia’ menunggu mangsa-
nya.

Persoalannya adakah Kita sentiasa
berjaga-jaga dan berwasapada dari-
pada dijerat? Menurut Polis Diraja Ma-
laysia (PDRM), sikap cuai dan ambil
mudah masyarakat terhadap keselama-
tan diri dan harta benda mereka an-
tara punca berlaku kes jenayah.

Contohnya daripada beberapa kes ke-

curian dan rompakan, ia berlaku ke-

rana mangsa meletakkan kenderaan di
tempat kurang selamat, meninggalkan
kenderaan tanpa dikunci atau penga-
wasan sepenuhnya.

Bagi wanita pula, ada yang keluar
rumah dengan memakai barangan ke-
mas seperti rantai, gelang dan seba-
gainya yang terlalu menonjol.

Masyarakat perlu mengelakkan ke-

cuaian sebegini kerana ia menarik per-

hatian dan memudahkan penjenayah
membuat onar.

Justeru, masyarakat harus lebih ber-
tanggungjawab dalam setiap perkara
berkaitan harta benda demi menjamin
keselamatan, selain tidak mengundang

keinginan penjenayah mengambil ke-
sempatan ke atas harta benda mereka.

Sesungguhnya, musibah pandemik
COVID-19 yang membadai dunia kini
benar-benar menguji survival manusia
meneruskan kelangsungan hidup. Yang
lemah imannya mungkin memilih ja-
lan salah, tetapi keterdesakan ini tidak
menghalalkan kepada pelakuan seba-
rang aktiviti jenayah untuk bermaha-
rajalela.

Cyberjaya: Suruhanjaya Per-
khidmatan Air Negara (SPAN)
menafikan dakwaan pihaknya
dan Indah Water Konsortium
(IWK) Sdn Bhd lewat bertindak
menangani kejadian penemuan
efluen asing di Loji Rawatan
Kumbahan (LRK) Taman Velox,
Rawang, Selangor, di sini, 4 No-
vember lalu.

SPAN dalam kenyataan, sema-
lam berkata, penemuan efluen
asing itu bukan punca pencema-
ran menyebabkan penutupan em-
pat Loji Rawatan Air (LRA) Se-
lasa lalu yang mengakibatkan
gangguan bekalan tidak berja-
dual di Lembah Klang.

SPAN berkata, suruhanjaya
berkenaan mengarahkan IWK
menghentikan operasi di LRK

_ terbabit pada 5 November lalu
dan mengarahkan tiada sebarang
efluen dilepas keluar dari premis
berkenaan ke Sungai Gong.

“Pihak IWK dengan bantuan
SPAN turut menjalankan siasa-
tan-sumber pencemaran terhadap
premis perindustrian berhampi-
ran dan sisa efluen dari dua sya-
rikat diambil untuk persampelan
pada hari sama,” katanya.

Selain itu, katanya, IWK me-

ngeluarkan notis makluman ke-
pada pihak berkuasa tempatan
serta Jabatan Alam Sekitar (JAS)
Selangor pada 4 November me-
maklumkan situasi pencemaran
efluen di LRK Taman Velox serta
membuat laporan polis pada 5
November supaya siasatan ter-
perinci dapat dilakukan.

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‘Preserve peace in South China Sea’

Muhyiddin urges reglonal partners to be constructive in resolving issues

KUALA LUMPUR: Malaysia is firm
in its stand that matters relating to
the South China Sea must be
resolved peacefully and construc-
tively, says Prime Minister Tan Sri
Mubhyiddin Yassin.

He said it must be resolved in
accordance with the universal-
ly-recognised principles of interna-
tional law, including the United
Nations Convention for the Law of
the Sea 982.

“Malaysia is of the view that all
parties need to work together to
ensure South China Sea remains a
sea of peace, stability and trade.

“As a coastal state, it is a matter
of great significance that our mari-
time area is safe for international
trade to prosper,” he said during
the plenary session of the 37th
Asean Summit which started yes-
terday.

Themed “Cohesive and Respon-
sive Asean”, this year’s summit,
hosted by Vietnam, is being held
virtually due to the Covid-19 pan-
demic.

The Prime Minister also reiterat-
ed Malaysia’s view that while inter-
national law guaranteed the free-
dom of navigation, the presence of
warships and vessels in the South
China Sea had the potential to
increase tensions.

This, he noted, could result in
miscalculations which might affect

peace, security and stability in the
region.

On another note, Muhyiddin said
Asean would remain a strategic
player as a bloc in the ever-chang-
ing geopolitical landscape.

He added that member states
should continue to communicate
and work as a united bloc.

“The reality is that as small
nations, we must coalesce with
those who share similar values that
would be able to defend and pro-
mote Asean Centrality, the region’s
interest and with external parties.

“Malaysia hopes that with the
many deliberations which Asean
has worked on, our collective
efforts may pave the way to the
realisation of our aim to be the one
Asean community that we all want-
ed,” he said.

The Prime Minister also wel-
comed the endorsement of
Australia’s proposal for an annual
Asean-Australia leaders’ summit
beginning in 2021.

Separately, Muhyiddin said the
root cause of the crisis in Myanmar’s
Rakhine state must be addressed as

there had been spillover effects.

This includes internally displaced
people (IDPs), irregular movement
of people from the state and their
influx into neighbouring countries
seeking refuge, with Malaysia being
the major recipient.

Muhyiddin said the crisis
required in-depth and forthright
discourse among Asean member
states.

“We have consistently advocated
for a durable solution to the dire
plight of the Rohingya, who are
increasingly vulnerable to exploita-

tion,” he said.

“Malaysia reaffirms the need for
proportionate burden and respon-
sibility-sharing, and calls for the
signatory countries of the 1951
Convention to uphold and stand
committed to their international
legal obligations to receive more.
refugees for resettlement or reloca-
tion,” he added.

Muhyiddin said Malaysia sup-
ported a repatriation process,
which is voluntary, safe and digni-
fied, of displaced persons from
Rakhine state.

Muhyiddin further said the issue
of irregular movement of persons,
including its connection with smug-
gling and human trafficking in the
region, required all relevant parties
to identify and address the root caus-
es and other contributory factors,
whether at the origin, during transit
or destination, as well as the involve-
ment of relevant stakeholders.

“(This should be done) based on
the principle of shared responsibili-
ty as well as a balanced approach
between law enforcement and
humanitarian response to tackle
the challenges,” he said. — Bernama

Air Selangor: Water woe fix needs open communication channels

PORT KLANG: The lack of commu-
nication between different industry
players is one of the main reasons
behind the unscheduled water cuts
that hit Selangor, Kuala Lumpur
and Putrajaya, says Pengurusan Air
Selangor Sdn Bhd (Air Selangor).

Its chief executive officer Suhaimi
Kamaralzaman said there is an
urgent need to exchange informa-
tion and hold discussions among
the relevant agencies.

“The various parties must work
together to ensure the rivers are not
polluted.

“The relevant agencies that are
monitoring the rivers should have
alerted us upon finding any occur-
rence of pollution,” he told report-
ers after distributing some 800 bot-
tles of drinking water to residents of
Arista Apartments in Bandar Park-
lands here.

Suhaimi said Air Selangor was
not aware and would appreciate it
if they were informed of any treat-
ment plants being closed.

He said if a plant by a certain
operator had to be closed due to
overflowing or other issues, there
was a high risk of polluting the envi-
ronment.

When asked about the allegation
that the contamination was due to
discharge from a sewage treatment

plant that found its way into the
river, Suhaimi said the incident is
currently under police investiga-
tion.

“We urge operators of a plant or a
factory that are having problems
within its premises, leading to waste

to be discharged into drains and
rivers, to inform us earlier so that
we can take action,” he added.
Suhaimi said every agency has a
responsibility to ‘ensure the envi-
ronment is safe and clean.
“If all parties can have open com-

munication, river pollution and
water disruptions can be better
handled and addressed promptly.

“If we only come together to talk
after a crisis occurs, then the
present situation will continue to
happen,” he said.

Suhaimi also said Air Selangor
will continue to support the efforts

ETALING JAYA: As the water

supply crisis in Selangor

worsens with yet another

disruption this week, the anger
of consumers has boiled over.

Stakeholders and interest groups have
called for heads to roll and for the federal
government to play a role in water
management in the state.

The areas affected were Kuala
Lumpur, Petaling, Klang, Shah Alam,
Kuala Selangor, Hulu Selangor, Gombak
and Kuala Langat.

This was just weeks after another cut
in water supply, also caused by water
source contamination. The latest
incident marks the ninth time this year
that residents in Selangor have had to
bear with days of queuing up at water
tankers to get their daily supply.

Several of the incidents of water
disruptions had been caused by
chemical and other waste being
disposed in Sungai Selangor, the main
source of water for the state.

Several people have been
arrested and are awaiting trial
for their role in
releasing

contaminants into the river.

Association of Water and Energy
Research Malaysia (Awer) president
S. Piarapakaran said for a start, the heads
of LUAS and the Department of
Environment (DoE) should take full
responsibility for the incidents.

“The problem is repeating itself at a
very high frequency, but everyone just
wants to play the blame game or wash
their hands of the problem,” he told
theSun.

Piarapakaran said Awer had proposed
many possible solutions to the
respective government agencies as well
as to the prime minister, “but our
suggestions have fallen on deaf ears”.

He said rather than thrusting the
responsibility of ensuring adequate and
uninterrupted water supply
solely to the state, the

“Wrongdoers must be made to feel
the pinch, and the penalties should run
into millions. They need to foot the
clean-up costs for polluting the river,”
Piarapakaran added.

Malaysian Water Forum president
Saral James Maniam also called for
heads at LUAS and DoE to be
accountable.

She questioned the rationale the
authorities had not used drones to
monitor the rivers.

“The Selangor water authorities were
supposed to start using this technology.
This failure has resulted in an 8TON
pollution, which is the highest to date,”
she said.

TON, or “threshold odour number’, is
ameasure to gauge the level of pollutants
in water.

She said the fact that the latest
incident happened in Rawang was not
surprising given that being an industrial
zone, there was a high possibility of
irresponsible people dumping waste
into the river.

Saral said factories should be
relocated far away from water sources.

“There is a lot of room for
improvement. How many days have we
lost without water? Almost a month,” she
added.

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Kumpulan Perangsang Selangor to be privatised?

(KPS) could be privatised in the

near term, two separate sources

who are familiar with the matter
tell The Edge.

One source adds that Darul Ehsan Invest-
ment Group Bhd, KPS’ 57.88% shareholder,
has appointed CIMB Investment Bank Bhd
to handle the corporate exercise.

“There is no point in keeping it (KPS)
listed. The company’s stock has underper-
formed for the longest time,” he explains.

The other source says he had heard that
KPS’ privatisation was in the pipeline but
did not know if CIMB had been given the
mandate to handle the corporate exercise.

Market observers are not surprised that
the exercise was being contemplated as KPS’
stock has long been undervalued.

At its close of 74.5 sen last Thursday, the
company had a market capitalisation of
RM400.35 million. It had a net asset per share
of RM1.78 as at end-June,which means that
its shares were trading at only 42% of the
company’s value.

At end-December 2007, KPS’ market capi-
talisation was at a record RM1.35 billion, but
it has not seen such highs since.

KPS’ stock hit a multi-year low of 29
sen in mid-March this year after the Paka-
tan Harapan government,which controls
Selangor state, lost control of the federal

government to Tan Sri Muhyiddin Yassin’s
Perikatan Nasional.

The Selangor state government may not
have to fork out much for a privatisation.
Other than Darul Ehsan Investment Group,
other notable shareholders include Perba-
danan Kemajuan Negeri Selangor (PKNS)
or the state economic development corpo-
ration, which has 5.52% equity interest in
KPS.Both Darul Ehsan Investment Group
and PKNS are under Selangor’s Menteri
Besar Inc (MBI).

Allin, the Selangor state government has
about 65% equity interest in KPS, meaning
a privatisation at last Thursday’s close, cou-
pled with a 20% premium, would set Darul
Ehsan Investment Group back by only about
RM170 million.

For its six months ended June this year,
KPS suffered a net loss of RM8.27 million
from RM455.86 million in revenue. For the
corresponding period a year ago, it chalked up
a net profit of RM4.1 million from RM316.62
million in revenue.

As at end-June this year, KPS had cash
and bank balances and short-term funds
of RM251.38 million.The company also had
RM66.97 million as assets held for sale.This
means that its cash per share was 46.78 sen
as at end-June,and this could expand fur-
ther after the sale of assets.

On the other side of the balance sheet,
it had long-term borrowings of RM495.7
million while short-term debt commit-
ments were pegged at RM67.98 million.

KPS’ key businesses include wholly
owned Toyoplas Manufacturing (Malaysia)
Sdn Bhd, an integrated plastics injection
moulding outfit; CPI (Penang) Sdn Bhd,

to RM6 million.

In addition, KPS has a 20% stake in high-
way concessionaire Sistem Penyuraian Trafik
KL Barat Sdn Bhd,which operates the 26.5km
Sprint Highway that connects to the Kerinchi
Link, Damansara Link and Penchala Link.

In a nutshell, the parent company could
make a tidy sum if KPS is asset stripped.

KPS is the only remaining publicly trad-
ed entity controlled by the Selangor state
government. In April 2013, Kumpulan Darul
Ehsan Bhd,another company under MBI,
acquired KPS’ 56.57% stake in Kumpulan
Hartanah Selangor Bhd for 76 sen a share
or RM193.47 million cash, and privatised
the company.

In August 2006, property developer
Worldwide Holdings Bhd — a 51% unit of
PKNS — was privatised but there has been
talk lately of the company being injected
into other companies for a reverse takeo-
ver on Bursa Malaysia.
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Water conundrumin Selangor

n a brief conversation with The Edge last
week,a director of Pengurusan Air Selangor
Sdn Bhd declined to comment on the many
disruptions of water supply in the state.“I do
not want to comment. You can direct your
queries to LUAS (Lembaga Urus Air Selangor,
the Selangor Water Management Authority)
or SPAN (Suruhanjaya Perkhidmatan Air Ne-

gara or the National Water Services Commis-
sion),” he said curtly.

His frustration is understandable as Air
Selangor has received a lot of flak for the nu-
merous water cuts that have inconvenienced
thousands of households and businesses.

To cut a long story short, Air Selangor con-
trols water treatment plants in the state. It
also controls Syarikat Bekalan Air Selangor
Sdn Bhd (Syabas), which has the mandate to

distribute treated water in Selangor.

But the statutory body under the state gov-
ernment that manages water resources,includ-
ing rivers, lakes and the coasts of Selangor, is
LUAS.Arguably, LUAS should be made answer-
able for the water disruptions,as it claims such
responsibilities on its website.

SPAN, meanwhile, is the technical and eco-
nomic regulatory body for water supply and
sewerage services in Peninsular Malaysia and

the Federal Territories of Putrajaya and Labuan.
SPAN is understood to have come out with a
review of the water services operators in Selan-
gor,but details were still sketchy at press time.

Ahigh-ranking federal government official
who is involved with water services tells The
Edge: “SPAN reviews an operator’s business plan
every three years....It (the review) encompasses
all the things needed to be done to comply with
KPIs (key performance indicators).

“The main problem now is raw water quality
...frequent pollution.As you know,water source
management is under the state. However, pol-
lution can start from places far away from the
river because any [water in the] drain will end
upintheriver.” Furthermore,“Air Selangorand
SPAN do not have any jurisdiction over water
sources ...the current problems are all due to
river pollution,” he points out. The Edge did not
contact LUAS for comment, but officials from
Air Selangor and SPAN declined to comment.

The finger-pointing follows numerous
unscheduled disruptions over the past three
months due to pollution of the rivers. This has
led to insinuations that the Pakatan Harapan
government in Selangor may be a victim of
sabotage. But a lawmaker from the DAP —
a component of the Pakatan Harapan state
government — refutes this. “Pollution of our
drinking water has been going on for a long
time. The only difference is, it has been hap-
pening quite often lately. In the past, we had
other issues.” The issues referred to include
water shortages in 2014 because of a drought.

The high-ranking official explains: “In the
past, the issue was the capacity of raw water.
Now,we have sufficient yield with Horas (hy-
brid off-river augmentation system)and dams
built by the state and federal governments.”

Horas is basically a combination of off-river
storage, involving the accumulation of storm
water from Sungai Selangor during the rainy
season,and groundwater collection,which in
turn reduces reliance on dam and surface water.

So,why the problems?

SPAN's publication, Water and Sewerage Statis-
tics 2019, shows that Selangor had a treatment
capacity of 4,706 million litres a day (MLD)
while demand was 4,856 MLD as at end-2018.

Non-revenue water (NRW), namely that
lost from pilferage or leaks, stood at 31.7% in
2018, but reportedly reduced to 28.73% in 2019.

Selangor’'s NRW was as much as 42.8% about
15years ago,but had been brought down toabout
35% by 2015.A lot of the problems with NRW
can be resolved by replacing ageing pipes, but
that requires considerable investment.

SPAN’s 2019 publication put Selangor’s wa-
ter services’ operating expenditure at RM2.78
billion against a total revenue of RM2.11 billion,
or a large deficit of RM668.23 million. Details
are not very clear but in general, total revenue
is said to comprise tariff revenue, non-tariff
revenue and other income, including capital
contribution fund,while operating expenditure
includes treatment cost (including purchase of
rawwater and treated water),distribution cost,
customer service cost,and administrative and
general cost where applicable.

What is clear, however, is that Syabas’ fi-
nancials do not look good. In the financial
year ended December 2018, it suffered a huge
after-tax loss of RM1.61 billion on revenues of
RM1.94 billion.Total assets stood at RM7.43 bil-
lion,while total liabilities were nearly thrice as
much at RM20.64 billion. Accumulated losses
amounted to RM13.51 billion.

The government official attributes a large
chunk of the losses to stagnant water tariffs
which though scheduled, have not been allowed
over many years owing to populist policies.

BE THEY, the ancient “Aesop’s
Fables” and the “Panchatantra”,
or even modern ones such as the
celebrated George Orwell’s “Ani-
mal Farm”, human characterisa-

tion through animals remains an

effective method of putting across:
a point or two.

There are various reasons that
writers, past and present, choose
anthropomorphism, defined as
attribution of human traits, emo-
tions or intentions to non-human
entities.

In the local context, the Malay
proverbs are rich with human
characterisation through animals,
and since candid presentations
of actual events seemed to have
not got through to a segment of
society, resorting to anthropomor-
phism may be an option.

If a recent local political deve-
lopment was to be narrated in
the Aesopian tradition, it would
probably be best told as a story of
a fox, once entrusted to care for
all the chicken coops in Malaysia
that were found wanting.

It was caught with its paw in
the coops, relieved of its duties,
put on trial and found guilty and
awaiting to be caged. Somehow,
the political system allowed it to
mainstream itself and presented
himself before the kingdom’s
council and it spoke at length on
how to fatten chicken.

It may then be asked why the
fox was entrusted to care for the
chicken coops in the first place.
The answer would be that it was a
wolf in a sheep’s clothing, though
the Malay equivalent — musang
berbulu ayam (a feather-covered
fox) — would be more apt.

The problem is that, in someone
else’s quest for expediency and
power, the politician may still find
his way out.of the cage and regain
a footing in the political throne.

The Malay proverb pisang takkan
berbuah dua kali (literal meaning
bananas will not sprout twice
from the same tree) or the English

- equivalent that lightning does not

strike twice seems to be on the
verge of being debunked as the
wily fox is charting its path back to
where all the coops nestled.

That is what the current state
of affairs the nation had been
reduced to.

It all started when Tan Sri Muh-
yiddin Yassin, against all sound
advice, wanted to become prime
minister (PM) and was prepared to
take in Umng en-bloc, obviously
convincing himself that he would
be able to handle the kleptocrats
within once he assumed the cove-
ted post.

Just slightly six months into the
premiership, he is now a target of
disgust and displeasure from a
cross section of the citizenry. He is
unable to focus on tackling the
malaise affecting the nation that
came about from the Covid-19 pan-

were not only from Najib’s Umno or
Barisan Nasional, but from the
ranks of PKR.

There seems to be a change of
attitude from among some of those
in PKR towards Najib, the epitome
of the kleptocratic regime, and that
working with him is no more an
abhorrence.

Some of them had rationalised

that what is important is for Anwar
to get his hands on the Prime
Ministership and he would deal
with the kleptocrats later.

For those who were privy to some
of the narratives shared within
Muhyiddin’s Parti Pribumi Bersatu
Malaysia, when he was trying to
convince all and sundry that it was
alright to abandon Pakatan Harapan
(PH) and join the new self-styled
Perikatan Nasional (PN) alliance,
his henchmen and Muhyiddin
himself had used the same rationale
— get the PM post first and then
deal with the kleptocrats later.

Anwar’s boys may argue that
their champion is different than
Muhyiddin. Yet, the perils and pit-
falls would be no different.

If the manoeuvre is pursued and
realised, Anwar’s estranged confi-
dante, former PKR deputy presi-
dent Datuk Seri Mohamed Azmin
Ali may still get the last laugh.

After all, he is labelled a traitor
and much hated among the ruling
and Opposition ranks for his lead-
ing role in the Sheraton Move,
which led to the collapse of the PH
government and heralding the PN.

Many have forgotten how Anwar
had betrayed Azmin long before
that, during the contest for the PKR

deputy presidency, when Anwar
publicly threw his support behind
Azmin’s challenger, Rafizi Ramli.

Azmin managed to ward off
Rafizi and Anwar’s challenge, only
to see a video, allegedly of his
sexual indiscretions being publicly
and systematically distributed all
over the social media platforms.

Though Anwar denied his
involvement, characters associated
with him were gleefully attacking
and affirming the video of being
Azmin’s.

By any standards, Azmin, who
stood by Anwar when the latter
faced multiple cases of sexual mis-
demeanours, would have expected
Anwar to stand up in his defence.
That did not come either.

While all those incidents would
not justify Azmin’s betrayal via the
Sheraton Move, what would all
those who had mercilessly con-
demned him the self-proclaimed
principled ones feel if the Anwar/
kleptocrats deal is realised?

The Japanese’s “snake following
the serpent” proverb sounds just
right.
