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New site for CNY bazaar in Petaling Jaya

A NEW location at Dataran Boulevard in
Section 52, Petaling Jaya, has been added to
the list of Chinese New Year (CNY) bazaar
sites under the Petaling Jaya City Council
(MBP)) for next year.

Twenty lots measuring 2.4m x 2.4m (8 x
8ft) each will be offered at the space located
between Lotus Five Star Cinema and the for-
mer Pappa Rich in the area also known as PJ
New Town.

The CNY bazaar at Dataran Boulevard will
be held from Jan 12 to Feb 11, 2021, from 2pm
to 10pm daily, except on Fridays, to make way
for the PJKita Bazaar.

“The Dataran Boulevard location was sug-
gested during a discussion I had with the
Pasar Malam Traders Association a few
months ago,” said Bukit Gasing assemblyman
Rajiv Rishyakaran, adding that the group
comprised several registered traders’ associa-
tions in various locations.

“They mooted the idea as an avenue for
traders to make up for losses suffered during
the Covid-19 pandemic, as many have been
struggling with a drop in business.”

Speaking via a virtual press conference,
Rajiv said the idea was brought up to MBPJ
and the council’s Micro Entrepreneur
Development Committee approved it in early
October.

Traders at the CNY bazaar in Dataran
Boulevard are allowed to sell items such as
clothes, prayer items, cookies, snacks, plants,

decorations, kitchen appliances, toys and
packed food, except processed meat.

“The traders have to fulfil certain condi-
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tions, such as not leaving any structures or
stock overnight, not selling illegal items such
as fireworks or VCDs and having typhoid jabs
for those selling food,” said Rajiv.

“The permit holder must also be the seller;
the permit cannot be transferred or the seller
replaced.

‘Standard operating procedures must also
be adhered to, such as wearing face masks,
contact tracing measures and providing hand
sanitiser.”

He added that Dataran Boulevard is a suita-
ble space for a bazaar as it would not cause
public disturbance and there is ample park-
ing available in P] New Town after working
hours.

“Anyone can apply for a trading lot -
whether an existing trader or someone new
who wants to earn some extra income — as
long as they fulfil MBPJ’s requirements,” said
Rajiv.

Other CNY 2021 trading spaces under
MBPJ’s purview are Pasar Jalan Othman (12
lots), Pasar Kampung Chempaka (23 lots) and
Pasar Taman Megah (16 lots).

The application fee costs RM125, which
includes rubbishcollection.

The rate is the same for any of the four
locations.

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PJ hawkers glven more options to expedlte relocation

FOOD stall operators along Jalan 13/4 in
Petaling Jaya who refused to move out to
make way for infrastructural work, have
been given additional options.

Bukit Gasing assemblyman Rajiv
Rishyakaran, who met with the operators,

offered to help them relocate to other sites.

“For those who are willing to relocate,
they can go to Section 17, Kampung
Lindungan and Kota Damansara.

“They can choose any vacant stall in a
food court or a food truck bazaar.

“T will help them get their licence for
these new locations,” said Rajiv who was
helping to mediate the dispute.

On Nov 9, StarMetro reported that the
10 hawker stalls located along the road
shoulder were ordered to vacate the

The affected stall owners in Jalan 13/4, Petaling Jaya, giving their reasons for not relocating.

The hawkers’ representative, Md Ismail
Kassim, 51, however, said moving from their
current location would reduce their income
further.

“Our business has already been affected
by the Covid-19 pandemic, but at least we
still have our customer base here.

“New food courts may not have any
vacancies and old food courts will not bring
in a steady number of customers.

“A lot of upgrading work elsewhere has
been delayed anyway, so we urge the mayor
to let us remain at this location for a few
more months,” he said.

He added that they sent a letter to
Selangor Mentri Besar Datuk Seri Amirudin
Shari on Sept 30 to inform him about their
plight.

“We have yet to receive a reply. But later,
MBPJ sent us a letter saying our stalls would
be demolished on Dec 1 for the upgrading

“We are appealing to the Selangor govern-
ment to help us pull through the pandemic
by remaining at our current location,” said
Ismail.

MALAYSIA recorded 1,104 Covid-
19 recoveries yesterday, bringing
the cumulative number of reco-
vered and discharged cases to 41,597.

This was the second consecutive
day that the number of recoveries
was higher than new cases repor-
ted which was at 1,09.

Health DG Tan Sri Dr Noor
Hisham Abdullah said of the total
cases, nn]y SIX were Imp(\"t’d cases
bringing the total active cases to
12,843

Selangor reported the highest
number of cases at 603, followed by
Sabah (311), Perak (55), while
Pahang, Terengganu and Sarawak
did not report any new cases.

“The high cases in Selangor
stemmed from the clusters, espe-

with 46 of them intubated.

Three new clusters have been
identified, namely the Pengkalan
Barat cluster in Penang, the Bakti
cluster in Negri Sembilan and the
Bayam Indah cluster in Kedah,
while four clusters ended yester-
day, namely the Kasih cluster in
Sabah, Baiduri cluster in Kuala
Lumpur, Long cluster in Selangor
and Bestari cluster in Sandakan.

Meanwhile, entertainment centre
activities made up the highest
number of Movement Control
Order (MCO) violations with 96
arrests, out of the 381 total arrests
made on Saturday.

In a statement yesterday, Senior

Minister (Security Cluster) Datuk
Seri Ismail Sabri Yaakob said of the
total arrests, 377 individuals were
compounded, while four were
remanded

Other offences included not
wearing face masks (80), failure to
practice physical distancing (69),
failure to provide equipment to
record customers’ details (57),
interstate or inter-district travels in
Conditional MCO areas without
permission (33) and others (46).

On Ops Benteng, Ismail Sabri
said 20 illegal immigrants and
three smugglers were arrested,
while nine vehicles were seized

A total of 35 sanitation opera-
tions were conducted in 10 states
and two federal territories.

Also, some 72,182 individuals
returned from abroad from July 24
to Nov 21. Of that number, 9,855
individuals are undergoing man-
datory quarantine, while 404
individuals have been sent to hos-
pitals for treatment. A total of 61,923
individuals were allowed to return
home.
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
